Friday and Saturday. .June 9
and 10. The streets of the town are
being decorated and many electric
lights are being strung- from street to
street. During the fete Estudillo ave-
nue will be known as "Cherry way"
and will be the scene of the greatest
activity. The commltteemen ar^ con-
fident that the affair will be the most
successful ever held in San Leandro.

AZTEC PRACTICED
GOLDSMITHS' ART

Primitive Outfit and Molds Are
Found Fourteen Feet

Under Ground

One of the most remarkable discov-
eries in the archaeology and ethnology
of the prehistoric tribes of Mexico was
mad© recently when a complete golJ-
smith's outfit, primitive, yet much used,
was dug up from the gravel bed of a
small stream near Atzcapotzalco.
Found near the site on which were
unearthed numbers of finely carved
idols, molds from which clay articles
were made, and a complete factory for
pottery, this last discovery leads to the
belief that there was once a flourish-
ing city of the Aztecs or of some other
ancient Indian race on the land now
occupied by the suburb of Atzeapot-
Mlco, says the New Haven Palladium.
This latest find, which is now in the
possession of Prof. "William Niven in
the City of Mexico consists of a fur-
nace, retort anJ the long: clay tube of
the blower, together with the sides of
the bellows, the leather portion of
which had, of course, long since rotted
away. All these articles have mcta-
morphized from clay into I stone, so
many years had they lain underground.
Allare in perfect condition and easily
recognizable, even yet some of the
crude ore being found clinging to the
sides of the pan of the furnace. They
were buried about 14 feet beneath the
surface, practically the same date at
which the relics previously referred to
were found recently.
MOLDS AND IMAGES

"With the remains of the furnace an.l
retort were found a number of molds,
evidently for silver and gold. "With
each mold was a small Image, appar-
ently a pattern of the < particular or-
nament, which the model was designed
to reproduce. In every Instance these
small patterns, none more than three or
four inches in height, consisted of the
image of a manor a man's head, wear-
ing the. particular ornament which was
to be made.

One set of patterns is for a head-
dress. The largest pattern is for the
great double feather which the chiefs
of the time were accustomed to wear
just over the forehead, while there are
patterns for earrings, noserings, hair
ornaments and a fillet of beautiful con-
struction, with which to bind up the
hair. Among the hair ornaments are
designs of the fleur de Us, the first
time such a pattern has been fo'lind
among any of the Indian tribes of the
new. world, according to Professor
Niven, who is making an extensive
study of the collection.
BREASTPLATE OP SI I.VKit

Among the most Interesting patterns
discovered is on© for a huge breast-
plate, evidently of silver. This is rect-
angular in shape, 18 by 12 inches, with
a large number of places for the Inset
of precious stones. This Is consideredone of the finest articles found and
shown a high stage of art in Its making.

Wrist bands, thick and wide, and
made for the wrists of powerful; men.
also appear in the molds, the interiors
of which show that the resultant gold
and silver castings must have had ele-
gant decorations plentifully scatteredover their surfaces. It is commonly
understood that the gold and - silver!
used by these Indian artisans came
from the district of Zacatula in Guer-rero, being carried on the backs of
traders from the far mining district,
but Professor Niven believes, from the
abundance and size of these molds, that
the two metals must have been securedin greater quantity nearer to the home
of the goldsmith. This opens an inter-
esting field .of search for the ancientgold and silver mines of the valley or
the nearby mountains.

PAINTED BY PRISONER

Piece of Crockery on Display
Has Interesting History

The extension of the Carnavalet mu-seum is drawing attention to that note-worthy collection, and a Paris con-temporary points out that one of theinteresting objects on view Is a platewith a rural scene showing sheep anda woman with a child:
This picture has Its story. It waspainted by Hubert Robert, at onetime keeper of the king's pictures

when he was confined at St. Pelagius.
Hubert, who designed the royal gar-dens, was for six months In captivity
He rose at 6 o'clock in the morning
and painted till midday. Then he
played at ball.

Aa time went on in captivity he
started painting everything upon
which he could lay hands. After eat-ing his dinner he would paint theplates and embellish the furniture withlandscapes. Altogether he painted 53pieces In this way, besides many which
he grave to his companions in distress.His pictures on plates sold at the
time for a louis, and it is said that
h» escaped through the complicity of
hia guardian.

MOTOR POLICEMAN
INJURED BY AUTO

Sergeant Woods Taken to Hos-
pital With Fractured Skull,

Shoulder Blade and Ribs

BERKELEY, May 88.—While riding
along Grove street on his motorcycle at
noon today Sergeant A. S. J. Woods of
the Berkeley police force collided with
an automobile driven by Dr. C. E. Sher-
man and sustained a fractured skull, a
broken shoulder blade and several frac-
tured ribs. Woods was taken uncon-
scious to the Roosevelt hospital.

The accident occurred at. the corner
of Grove street and Asliby avenue. Sher-
man, who lives at Ellis street,
South Berkeley, was going east in Ash-
by avenue when Woods, riding south in
Grove street, collided with his ma-
chine before he noticed the coming
automoible. The motorcycle was diffi-
cult to steer and a smashup could not
be avoided.

Woods was attended at the hospital
by Dr. .1. .1. Benton and Dr. A. F. Gilli-
han, who extend hopes of his recovery.

TERMS OF PARLIAMENT
HAVE VARIED HISTORY

Limitation Changed to Suit
British Conditions

The reducing of the existence of a
parliament from seven to five years,
which is so important a provision in
the parliament bill, the Law Times
says, may recall the fact to recollec-
tion that in England before 1694 the
old maxim prevailed that the king is
caput princlplum et finis of parlia-
ment. The house of commons accord-
ingly, unless dissolved, remained Jn
existence during the life of the mon-
arch who convened It.

A triennial act had, Indeed, been
passed by the long parliament: it wai,
however, violated by that assembly

and repealed at the restoration. In
1693 a triennial bill was passed by
both the English houses of parlia-
ment and presented to William 111,
who refused his assent. This meas-
ure became law In the following year.
In 1716 the septennial act was passed,
siii'-e a general election at fYie time

was fonsidered perilous to the exist-
ence of the Hanoverian dynasty.

\u25a0 In the reign of • George II attempts
\u25a0were made' to repeal the septennial

act, while in 1771 Lord Chatham, with
the most deliberate and .solemn con-
viction, declared himself a : convert to
triennial parliaments. The question
afterward- became \u25a0. associated with
plans of parliamentary reform. It was
advocated in 1792 and again- in '1797
by Earl. Grey- In connection! with an
Improved* representation. In 1817
Lord Brougham, gave , notice of-a" mo-
tion on " the: subject, but • did- not bring:
it forward.. v - a;. „'"* ';• " •.' '

In ISIS a hill for th» shortening of
the duration of parliament was brought
in by Sir Robert Heron and supported
by Sir Samuel Romilly and Brougham.
In 1837 a motion In favor of the short-
ening of Parliament was defeated by
a majority of nine only, and in 1847
Tennyson d'Eyncourt obtained leave tobring In a bill for that purpose by amajority of fivf.

SHORT HEADED MAN
TO LACK APPENDIX

Philosopher Says This Will Re-
duce List of Diseases

Signor Knrlco Morselli, the Genoese
anthropologist, according to a Paris
paper, considers that the human race
will undergo a process of physical
change. Man in the future, he says,
will hay* a bigger head than he has
today. This will be accompanied by a
modification of form. In as much as
the head will be rounder in daya to
come. The brachycephalate, or short
headed man. will dominate, at least as
far as white races are concerned;
while, on the other hand, among the
yellow peoples the dolichocephalic or
long head will be the mark. Sl'gnor
Enrico Morselli considers that as the
human head develops the other organs
will undergo a process of atrophy.
Man In the future will have only 28
teeth. Possibly he will have fewer
fingers, and the littte toe Is certainly
condemned to disappear. The arms
will be shorter, and internally there
will be changes; the coecum, the seat
of the appendix, will cease to exist,
and Signor Morselli shows himself to
be not only an anthropologist, but a
philosopher by his observation on this
disappearance: "Our descendants will
know one malady the less."

No doubt the average man thinks
he is merely trying to take his ownpart when he attempts to grab the
whole thing.
