OVER MEN WHO

ENFORCE WRIT
Explosions Follow When They

try to Get Goods From
C. H. Picard's Home

Al Kihn, Constable, Blown Ten
Feet Through Door and

Clothes Ignited

OAKLAND, May 29.—A series of ex-
plosions, caused by an ingenious In-
fernal machine contrivance arranged
In one of the bedroom closets, occurred
at 12:10 o'clock this afternoon in the

• home of Charles H. Picard, 1920
Fiftieth avenue, and it was only by a
miracle thaV the lives of half a dozen
men, most of them officers of the law
who had come to remove •Picard's fur-
niture on a writ of restitution, were
not killed. The house was badly
wrecked and was later gutted by fire,

;which broke out following the four
explosions.

Al Klin, constable for Alameda town-
Ship, was the only man Injured. Klhn

.was cut about the face and body by
flying: splinters of wood and was
powder burned. While his injuries are
Berious, it is expected that he will
-recover. Deputy Sheriffs Bert Brown.
Edward McDonald and John Reilly;
.Harry Eneell. an attorney, and A. L.
'Bwanson, a plumber, the other men in
the 1 party, all escaped with nothing
more serious than a shaking up.
RIFE HAD OBTAINEDDIVORCE

Picard's wife, Rosalia, received an
Interlocutory decree of divorce from

' him two months ago upon grounds of
extreme cruelty. He was ordered to
pay back alimony to the amount of
J631, and this he had not done. Last
Thursday a sheriff's notice was placed
on the door of his home and he was
told to vacate within three days. It
was decided to execute the writ today,
tnd the officers, accompanied by Encell.
Mrs. Picard's attorney, and Swanson,
who was to disconnect the stove, went
to the house.

The front door was locked and Brown
and Rellly broke It down. Certain ar-
ticles of furniture were removed from
the living: room and one of the bed-rooms and then Kihn went into an-
other bedroom, which had. been oc-cupied by Picard since his wife left
him. Kihn returned a moment later
*nd said that the closet in this roomwas locked. Brown told him to knocksown the door. Kilin returned and»gain tried the knob of the door.
EXPLOSION BLOWS MAN 10 FEET

This action was followed by a ter-
rific explosion which tore out one en-
tire wall of the building- and threw
Kihn about 10 feet back, his head
itriking against a dresser in the room.Deputy Sheriff McDonald hastened
to his assistance. As he entered the
bedroom a second explosion followed
md the room was rapidly filling with
smoke. Through it he saw Kihn lying
helpless and he stooped over him to
tarry him out. A third explosion fol-
lowed, which knocked him off his feet.
He again went to Kihn and dragged
him into the front room where Reilly'
helped him. Still another explosion
Followed before they got outside with
Kilin. who was unconscious and bleed-
ing from several wounds about , the

Hla shirt had been burnt away
Jnri M^l'onald and Reilly put out the
lames before taking him to the street
an.l depositing him in the automobile
which had brought them to the scene.
EXPLOSION FOLLOWED BY FIRE

•The explosions followed in such
rapid succession that it was impossible
for Brown and Encell to offer any as-
»lstance. They were waiting in the
street at the time checking over the
furniture as it was taken out. Swan-
ion was busy disconnecting a stove in
MTp kitchen and was blown out, of a
rear door by the concussion. After the
fourth explosion he returned from a
place of safety several hundred yards
flown Fiftieth avenue. He was not in-
lured.

Fire spread rapidly. An alarm was
turned in from a nearby house. The

Fruitvale department responded, but
tlie flames had spread too far and the
house was gutted. The loss is $2,500.-

Kihn was taken to the receiving hos-
pital. McDonald, who had come to
Klhn's rescue after the first explosion
and was in the brunt of what followed,
escaped without a .scratch, although, the succeeding concussions were as
eevere as the first one.
REVOLVER SET AS TRAP

The force ,of the explosion badly
wrecked the building. The three walls
of the closet in \u25a0which the explosive
was stored w.ere torn to splinters, a
poriion of the roof was blown oft, all
the doom in the house, ,with the ex-
ception of the front, were wrecked, one
wall was torn out and jagged holes
were "made in two other walls.

Detec-
tives W. J. "Petersen arrived showed
that a 32 pistol fastened to a wire had
been- placed* against the inside door

The
bullet from the revolver entered a can ;
containing black powder and coal oil.

One, of these had
exploded. hut two others were found
Intact, and will be examined. Black
powder had been scattered upon the
floor of the closet with a large number

, The theory Is that the concussion from
\u25a0the ret explosion and the fire which
followed set. off thetloose shells .which
had been laid in the scattered powder
and caused the subsequent explosions.

| Two loaded rifles, two loaded re-
volvers, in addition to the one used as
an infernal machine, many cartridges
md several sheath knives were found.
The house had- the appearance of an
arsenal. The rifles were found in Ithe
parlor, the revolvers lln Picard's , bed-
room and in the drawers of Picard's
dresser, were several boxes of shells
and cartridges.

Entrance .had been gained into, the
closet through a trap door in the floor.
The contrivance of the " revolver
fastened to the door jamb , and wired
so that the trigger; would go oft at the
least jar had all been \u25a0'. fixed from the
Inside. The trap door had j then been
closed and the ladder secreted In the
basement. , ~tf9BM

Although a search is being made . for
Picard, no trace of him has,• as yet been
found.! Captain of Detectives Peter-
sen, *who worked on the. theory that
Picard was the perpetrator of the out-
rage, has sent a ; wire to Vallejo, where
it was thought that ;Picard \u25a0 had * gone,
and a thorough search •is ; being made

iin' Oaklan- and San 1*Francisco.
"Picard had threatened to get any-

body who tried to dispossess him," said

Captain of Detectives Petersen, "an<J
all the indications are that he laid the
plants of explosives himself.

"We think he placed the trap this
morning.

Picard worked at placing gratings
I around elevator shafts, and on other
! such jobs. He belonged to a house
I builders' and structural iron workers'
junion, and to Crockett lodge of Masons.

"He bore a reputation for violent
temper in the neighborhood of his
home. I have been informed that this
morning a coalman, with whom Picard
had had dealings, told the officers be-

fore they entered the house that he
would not take their Job. The coalman

| said he had left some coal once in
Picard's basement: that Picard told him
he had enough dynamite planted in the
house to blow up all the officers in the
county."

STORY OF COIPLK'S TROIBLES
Attorneys Harrison S. Robinson and

Harry A. Encell, who were counsel for
Mrs. Picard, told also of Picard's
temper.

"His wife brought suit for divorce
on the ground of extreme cruelty.' said
Robinson. "The case was begun July
21, 1909. Through his attorney, Lucius
Solomon, Picard got several delays.

Once he filed a cross complaint making
grave charges against his wife. This
was thrown out of court after investi-
gation. Then Picard alleged that his
witnesses were in Alaska, and by such I
means got the trial delayed until it
was March 15 of this year that Judge
Harris gave an interlocutory decree.

"Picard was ordered to pay $831 ali- !
mony and costs. He asserted that he
did not have the money. We got an
order from the court to dispossess him
from his home and to collect rents until
his wife's alimony was paid. It was to
execute this order that the officers went

I to the house, and it was on the knowl-
; edge that he would be dispossessed that
! J'kard threatened to get any officers

who entered the place.

"ONCE PILI.ED OWN HAIR"
"As to his temper, wp had displays

of it in this office. Picard, I remember,
was here once to complain about the
divorce case, and in a rage he pulled
his own hair out. He became so ob-

i jectlonable that we took \u25a0 him by the
collar and ejected him from the build-
ing, and he made no resistance."

Mrs. J. Barker of 1924 Fiftieth ave-
nue, Picard's next door neighbor, said
today that she saw 'Picard leave the
house at 5 o'clock this morning.*. She
thought he was going to work. Mrs.
Barker also said that' she had talked
with Charles Miller of 1428 Fiftieth ave-
nue and that he had told her that he
had seen Picard and that Picard carried
two guns and said that he would de-
fend his property with his life.

D. B. Waugh, a coal dealer of 1504
Forty-seventh street, said ,that about
three months ago he delivered a load
of coal at Picard's house." Picard • told
him of, the trouble he was ,in and said
at that time, it Is alleged, that he would
let no one take anything away from
him and that he was not a man to be
trifled with. - \ '\u25a0'.
WOMAN DEISG HELD

Sheriff Barnet, who arrived shortly
after he heard of th" accident to his
deputies, made a thorough investigation
and gives it as his opinion that Picard
planted the explosives. ' ,'\u25a0'\u25a0'

"Of course, I am not officially,In this
case, since it Is within the city limits of
Oakland. : But It seems plain to me that
Picard Is the author of this outrage."

After his wife left him Picard hired
a house keeper; and she was with him
up to a few days ago. Petersen placed
a woman under arrest today, and, while
he refused to give out any information
as to her identity, it is understood that
it is the woman who has been working
for Picard and that she is being held as

Picard Is about 43 years old and has
been living,in the neighborhood four
years. He was married jJuly* 21, 1905,
to Miss Rosalia Longstreet.. She lived
with 1 him for one'year, and then, be-*
cause .of his alleged cruelty, -brought
suit for divorce.
MRS. PICARD : NOT FOUND

Picard was seen at his home last
Saturday with ;a* woman. An express-
man accompanied them and a number
of articles were removed from the
house. Since his wife obtained a di-
vorce he had made repeated threats
against her. it is alleged, until he. had
been warned by her attorneys, Rob-
inson & Robinson & Encell, that he
would be brought Into court If he did
not leave her alone.

Mrs. Picard could not be found today.
Since her divorce and while waiting for
the alimony, which Picard refused to
pay, she had been working out and a
short time ago went to San Francisco,
but left no address. It is said that she
was afraid that Picard would do her
bodily Injury.

Deputy Sheriff McDonald, in describ-
ing his sensations, said: "It really all
happened so suddenly that there is not
much to tell. I was standing at the
outer door when I heard the explosion.
I rushed in to get to Klhn, who I
was sure had been killed. I found him
lying on the floor with his clothing on
flre. It was all I could do to drag
him out, because the flre was spread-
ing rapidly and the repeated explo-
sions kept me back."
HEX TELI, OF EXPLOSIONS

Brown said: "Rellly and I battered
down the front door and Kthn was the
first to go Inside. When he found the

door locked he came back and
asked us what to do, and I told him to
break it down. When the explosion

occurred I was not in the ho 1.; —
three more explosions followed before
I could get then-, it waa certainly
lucky for all of us. I can't sf-e how
we all managed to escape."

Kihn was not one of the ri
ejecting party. He had been pit X
by the officers this morning and
to take a ride. party,
and when they house

decided to help I
was to move all the furniture in the
house, and Kihn's assistance was
needed.

"I don't know how far I was k;

or much of what happened after the
explosion took place." said Kihn at
the hospital. His fuce w
with bandages, his ejrei iv*

and a small place for his ll]
only uncovered spot. "All I knew is."
he continued, "that there was a big
flash, a noise, and something lit me
I picked myself up some dlst
from the door where I l»ad been when
the explosion took place, but I «
dazed at first to realise ej

had happened."

INVENTOR OF WIRE
MATTRESS IS DEAD

Truman S. Clark Crossed Plains
in the Year 1850

After an adventurous life of 82 years,
Truman Stephen Clark, inventor and
miner, died Sunday afternoon.

He was born in Oswego county. Now
York, but came to California In 1860,
crossing the plains with a party or-ganized in Wisconsin, and settled in
Placer county. There he engaged inmining and lumbering until 1871. He
went to Chicago immediately after the
great fire there of that year and en-
tered the'building business.

Three years later the lure of the west
called him back to California. From
that time until 1597 he was in the fur-
niture manufacturing business.

He invented and introduced the wire
mattress. The goi,i rush to the Klon.
dike called him back to mining. He re-
turned to Downievflle, where he passed
the remainder of his days.

In 1854 he was married to the late
Hannah R. Cary. Surviving him is ason, Lewis Cary c'lark of San Fran
Cisco; Milton Truman < EthelM.

and Lewis , grandchil-
dren.

CITY MAY LAY
WATER PIPES

Supervisors Take Up Plan to
Begin Hetch Hetchy Con»

struction Here

Several steps looking to the relief
jof the water famine in certain districts
of San Francisco were taken by the
board of supervisors yesterday. The
Immediate construction of parts of the

jdistribution system in the city planned
as a part of the Hetch Hetchy under-
taking was proposed City Engineer

! Manson was asked to estimate the cost
of laying the pipes in the Ingleside,
University mound and other districts
now unserved, or poorly served, by the
Spring Valley company. It was also

inquired if this work could be carried
; out along the lines of the general
| scheme so as not to involve a
later loss. Manson was asked if this
work could be prosecuted immediately,
provided the supervisors could supply
the money through the sale of Hetch
Hetchy bonds, $1,110,000 of which are
now offered at par at the city treasury.

City Attorney Long was asked to ad-
vise on the legral phases involved in
carrying' out the proposal, especially if
a portion of the hond issue money could
be devoted to the object, provided the
city engineer found it consonant with

i" the Hetch Hetchy
iion.

tained by the Spring Valley system.

The fire board was requested to in-
stall seven hydrants in the Parkside
district replacing the present fire plugs
there.

The Spring Valley company's protest
that the money set aside in the new
budget would not be enough to pay for
the water presumably to he used by the
municipality during the coming year,
and that no provision had been made
for water to be furnished the flreboatswaa referred to the finance committee

LOW BID IS MADE
BY GAS COMPANY

Reduced Arc and Lamp Charges

Will Result in Better Light*
ing Service

Reduced prices ruled in the bids sub-
mitted to the supervisors yesterday by

n Francisco gas and electric com-
pany for lighting the city streets and '

1 the public buildings for the next fiscal ,
year. Each arc light burned all night
throughout the year will cost $2.65 less '
than the $72 charge made last year, t

and each one burner gas lamp $2 less
tbao the old charge, $21.90. A total
saving of about $23,000 is figured upon
the reduced scale.

; said that the increased appropriation in
the new budget, $400,000 instead of

j $375,000, together with the better rates
offered, would enable the city to in- ,
crease the general lighting to the ex-
tent of about 500 arc lights. The serv- '

! ice had grown, however, during the last '.
fiscal year so that the May expenditure
by the city represented a yearly cost
of $396,000 instead of the $375,000 pro- |
vided a year ago. Next year's advances |
in giving more light would have to |
come from the saving to be effected by

i the reduction in the charge. The com-
mittee will doubtless recommend the
acceptance of the company's bid.
400 OTHER BIDS

Proposals for the other supplies of
the city were also received by the
board. In all 400 bids were put in for
furnishing the stationary and general
provisions of the municipal depart-
ments and the proposals were referred
to the joint committees of the board.

A petition that the Ocean Shore com-
pany's permit to operate a spur track
at Howard and Twelfth streets be re-
voked and charging that the company
violated its franchise by running
heavy freight cars over its lines and
leaving them standing in the streets
for many hours at a time, submitted by
the South Central improvement asso-
ciation, was given to the street com-
mittee.
