Oceanic Steamship Company’s

During his
temporary absence from the bridge
chief officer Trask, who was formerly
master of the liner Sonoma, too
charge @pf the Sierra.

Among the passengers on the
Sierra were J. H. Belser, a well known
contractor, Dr. J. H. Cahill, an Austra-
lian physician who is going to make
a tour of the United States, Dr. A,
Irwin. one of Honolulu’'s promi-
nent medical men, and 8. Suss-
man of Sussman, Wormser and Co., who
has been visiting the island in con-
nection with his pineapple interests,

Ivan Graham, who was a passenger
on the Sjerra, is Hawaii's latest cadet
to the naval academy at Annapolis, He
is a grandson of Captain Berger, leader
of the famous Hawallan band which
welcomes and plays away from Hono-
lulu all arriving and departing pas-
senger liners. In honor of his grand-
son Berger gave the Sierra an extra
sendoff.

Another passenger on the Sierra was
Dr. J. T. Wayson, health officer of the
territory and formerly In charge of the
receiving station for liners. He is
a recognized authority on leprosy for
which he is credited with having a
probable cure.

M. Lund, who was a passenger on the
liner, is a diver formerly well known
here.
