Several times the same" place
had been raided before, and the police
on every, occasion met with wiles and
deceit which-frustrated them in their
efforts. There are secret exits from
the building by which the Chinese
proprietor in such emergencies spirits
his imported-girls over .housetops to
"other places a.block or more away.'
