DE LA BARRA BUSY
QUIETING PEOPLE

Madero Aiding the Mexlcan
President in the Work of
Reconstruction

Rebel Army Fast Breaking Up
as Their Chief Seems to
Be Unopposed

|

MEXICO CITY, June 12,—These are
the days of reconstruction, ' President |
de la Barra is working overtime to re-
store national tranquillity, and Madero
is tendering him his moral support and
some practical advice,

By the time Madero returns from his
trip into the south it is not improbable
a great majority of the men he for-
merly commanded will be at their for-
mer vocations. Immediately following
Madero's inspection of Figuerora's
troops they will be mustered out. In
Zacatecas and in the surrounding coun-
try the revolutionary army is break-
ing up.

Paying the indemnity bills promises
to be the most exacting work before
the present government for some time.
The claims of Americans and other for-
eigners will be large, but those of the
Chinese will be by far the largest.

chief is to have practically no opposi-
tion.

The possibility that the members of
the old group, popularly known as the
cientificos, might re-enter the field is
not considered menacing.

EL PASO, Tex.,, June 12.—Fifteen
hundred Mexican troops from Chihua-
hua will be moved from this city to

Lower California as soon as the South-

ern Pacific railway can furnish the
necessary equipment,
Colonel Steever, in command of the

Fourth United States cavalry stationed
here, says that the Mexican troops will
carry along a full equipment of artil-
lery.

Colonel Steever has been ordered by
the war department to send a detach-
ment of United States troops with the
Mexican troops through United States
territory.

Troops to Leave San Diego

SAN DIEGO, June 12.—All except
three companies of infantry now on
duty at the international boundary line
are to leave San Diego for the Presidios
at Monterey and San Franciscoo Friday
on the United States transport Logan.
The I.ogan is due in port Thursday
evening and the provisional  brigade
under command of Brigadler General
Tasker H. Bliss will go on board Fri-
day early and the ship will sail imme-
diately afterward.

The troops have been
since early in March and expected to
remain here a week or 10 days more.
A detail of about 30 militia officers re-
ported for duty this morning and will
be kept as busy as possible at the camp
on Paint Loma until the troops leave.

One company of troops will remain
on duty at Tijuana, Cal., one com-
pany at Tecate, Cal, and the other
company at Campo and Jacumba, Cal.,
until the rebellion in Lower California
is over, according to present advices.

Conditions in Lower California are
still unsettled and it is not known
when hostilities may be resumed.

TRUTH HAS A PORT
OF MISSING MEN

More (Irewsome Than Flctlon
Is Murder Syndicate of
Negro Thugs

Organized Band of Mercenary
Slayers Refuse to Disclose
Victims’ Graves

CHICAGO, June 12.—There is a “port
of missing men” in real life,
Nestling snugly in a remote district
of the mountains of West Virginia, ter-
rorized by a “murder syndicate” of

Bluefield is the name of the ‘“port,
and it is to their incautious selection
of a Chicagoan as a victim that the
members of its organized band of mer-
cenary slayers probably will end thelr
careers on the gallows or behind prison
bars.

C. W. Simpson, a traveling repre-
sentative for A. M. Rothschild & Co.,
is the latest victim of the assassins.
His three murderers have confessed and
are awalting sentence. But they either
will not or can not tell where his body
is, and it is their apparent fear to dis-
cuss this phase of their crime that has
led to the theory that several traveling
men who are sald to have disappeared
in that vicinity have been victims of
this same trio of thugs or others al-
lied, but not yet in custody.

C. 8. Ellison of the credit department
of Rothschilds, whose detective in-
stincts and abilities were hitherto un-
suspected even by himself, is the man
who has started the hunt that is ex-
pected to continue until every member
of the “murder syndicate” has been run
to earth,

Simpson’s possession of $300 in cash
and a diamond scarfpin led to his death.
An incautious display of a roll of bills
in a barber shop marked him as a
profitable victim of the thugs. The bar-
ber shop porter sent word to “murder
headquarters.” Simpson was shadowed
fn his walks around the village until he
reached a spot dark enough to cover
the attacks of his assallants. Then he
was hit on the head with a stone and
beaten and kicked to death. His body
was stripped even of the clothes he
wore, which were fine enough to tempt
his negro slayers’ love of stylish ral-

ment.
This much of the mystery of the
salesman’s disappearance has been

solved by Ellison, who returned to Chi-
cago today and reported the result of
his Investigations to his employers. The
most baffiing feature of the case, the
one that points directly to a wholesale
murder plot, is the inability or unwill-
ingness of his slayers to tell where his
body is hidden.

AMERICANS RIDE WELL
AT THE BRITISH SHOW

No Prizes Won, but Army Men
Are Satisfied

LONDON, June 12.—The most impor-
tant event at the opening of the inter-
national horse show at Olympla today
was the appearance in the ring of the
American army officers. Major Fred-
erick 8. Foltz, Fifteenth United States
cavalry, and the other American officers,
while the performances of their
horses in the open jumping competition
were by no means perfect, expressed
themselves as satisfied with the re-
sults attained. The competition, they
said, had given horses and men train-
ing so that in military contests they
would be able to do their best.

The Americans failed to win prizes,
but some of their performances were
commendable, Several of the Ameri-
cans took part in the day events, and
In the evening Captain Guy V. Henry of
West Point appeared on Enchantress
and Lieutemant Adna' R. Chafee on
Cygnet. The latter showed good form,
but unfortunately balked at several of
the, fences the first time up. Tonight
Major Foltz sald that the quality of
the horses exhibited by other countries
was sufficient answer to the charge
that the Americans had scoured the
ecountry for the best horses.

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1!Took One Life, but Saved | 4'
H Many Pl’lsoner IS Freed l

WASHINGTON, June 12—
Presldent Taft today granted an
unconditional pardon to Loremzo
B. Barnes, an inmate of the gov-
ernment hospital for the insane
here, who recently prevented a
wholesale delivery of insane con-
viets from the {iustitution by
overhearing their plans and no-
tifying the guards.

Barnes was convieted  of kill-
ing & man who had defamed his
wife, While serving a life sen-
tence he became insane, but has
since regained his reason. Attor-
ney General Wickersham recom-
mended his pardon, with the ob-
servation that he had “taken the
life of one scoundrel but saved
the lives of several govermment
officers.”

President Taft denied the ap-
plication for executive clemeney
of Clarence Kidwell of Okla-
homa, whe ambushed and killed
the busband of a woman with
whom he had questionable rela-
tions, In refusing clemency Pres.
