BERKELEY, June Considerable
surprise has been expressed by some
members of the board of education be-
cause of the fact that Chester H.
Rowell, editor of the Fresno Repub-
lican, Is to receive ISO for delivering
the address before the graduating class
at the Berkeley high school the even-
ing of June 2.

Dr. E. L. luring, president of the
Berkeley board of education, said to-
day that he did not know of the bill,
."\u25a0.nd that he could not believe that the
ti.-aney was to be paid to Rowell. The
bill, for $50 is in the office of the su-
perintendent of schools and will be
taken up by the board when it meets
on June 20.

"A claim for $50, to be paid to Ches-
ter H. Rowell for delivering the gradu-
ation address, is in the office, made out
and 0 K'd by President Gilbert N.
Brink of tho high school," said Morris
('. James, assistant superintendent of
schools, today. "Throughout the state
I understand that it is the rule to pay
speakers at graduation exercises. As
is the custom Mr. Rowell was Informed
beforehand what allowance had been
made.
ONLY ONE WAS PAID

"In the past speeches have been made
in Berkeley without payment, largely
because of the lack of funds. Last
year, however, the speaker. Doctor Bar-
rows of the faculty'of the University of
California., was paid. The speaker.the
year before, Judge Everett J. Brown,
was not."

Dr. E. L. Loring, president of the
board, said that he did not believe the

.-story that Rowell was to be paid, when
questioned regarding it this afternoon.

"For the last seven years It has been
the custom to allow $50 for the ex-
penses of the graduating class, includ-
ing printing, music, flowers and the ex-
penses incurred by the speaker. This
sum has been found ample. . I believe
that this is what Is referred to, and
that Rowell's incidental expenses
merely are to be paid," he said.

"I shouldn't think a man like Rowell
would charge for his speech. I can
not believe it. Personally, I would
never agree to pay him $50. If It
comes to a vote to allow him that. amount, you will find me against it.» We pay speakers' expenses, but as to
paying for a speech, as far as I know,
it has never been done." . -*V
EXPENSES ARE ALLOWED

School Director Roy. J. Young said
that he did not know how much Rowell
had been paid.

"I know that it Is the custom to
allow the principal of the school a
certain sum," he said. "He us*- his
discretion in regard to the hiring of a.
band, an : orchestra, a quartet or a
speaker. Sometimes the speaker is
paid and sometimes he is not. I be-
lieve that they usually pay the men
who address the graduates." ,e.-Y
