IMPROVEMENT CLUBS
TALK ROAD BUILDING

$18,000,000 State Fund Attrac-
tive to Property Owners

OAKLAND. June 22.—At a largely, at-
tended meeting last night of the Fed-
erated improvement clubs of Alameda
county in the chamber of commerce
rooms plans for Improving the high-
ways of Alameda county , were dis-
cussed.

A resolution was passed authorizing
the appointment of delegates from each
of the county Improvement clubs to
meet with the board of supervisors and
District Attorney W. H. Donahue to
consult upon the best means of spend-
ing a portion of the $8,000,000 state
road fund and to co-operate In getting
a share of the fund.'

Plans for the buildingof trunk roads
through the county and the best lateral
lines to connect with them were dis-
cussed.

Several members spoke in favor of an
appropriation for the construction of
a bay shore boulevard from Alameda
to Alviso. An association has been
formed to promote this project and if
the plans are successful the highway
will be extended to San Jose.

A meeting- In the* interest of the
road will be held at San L,eandro
Wednesday, June 28. Representatives
will be in attendance from Alameda,
Alvarado." Mount Eden, Alviso, May-
ward and Newark.

A number of new clubs were ad-
mitted to membership and an Invita-
tion ' to Join has been Issued to * the
chambers of commerce of Oakland,
Berkeley and other cities.

LOS ANGELES. June 22.—Vernon

featured by good pitching on both
sides and equally as mutual rotten
fielding.
