CITY RELEASES
LOSING CONTRACT

C. C. Morehouse Agrees to Pay

Extra Costs of New
Bids

OAKLAND. June 26.—C. C. More-
house, the San Francisco contractor to
whom the board of public works

awarded the contract for plastering
and furnishing and placing imitation
stone in tt\p new $1,000,000 city hall,
was permitted by the board this morn-
ing to withdraw from the contract.
His bid, for $40,750, was much lower
than the next lowest. After entering
into the contract Morehouse appealed
to the hoard for release, saying lie had
found an error in his figures, which
would mean a loss of $12,000 to him on
the job.

The hoard, when first appealed to by
Morehouse, dul not look favorably on
his request. But the problem was left
to City Attorney Ben F. Woolner, who
at a special meeting of the board this
morning reported that Morehouse's
plea must he granted. Woolner snld
there is a supreme court derision under
which Morehouse could demand release

from a losing contract and under which
the city in equity must permit the
withdrawal.

The board, however, retained More-
hotue'a certified check for one-tenth of
his hid to guarantee that the city will
not lose. Morehouse agreed to pay for
the advertising for new bids, and fur-
ther agreed to enter a new bid which
should not be less than the bid which
was next lowest to his on the first pro-
posal. The second lowest bid for the
plastering and imitation stone work
was $57,500. That sum will be the
maximum at which Morehouse under
his agreement may bid for the work.

OAKLAND. June 26.—That the United'
properties company of California is toy
make a fight against the Oakland gas, j
light and heat company for the light I
and power market of Oakland was j

shown by a bid made today at the j
supervisors' meeting by the Central I
Oakland l^ght and power company. The
latter is an adjunct of the United prop-

erties company, which is the Smith- .
Tevls corporation recently organized
with a capital stork of $200,000,000.

The Oakland gas, light and heat com-
pany is allied with the Pacific gas and
electric company.

The bid was to furnish the county
with electricity for use as light and
power at 2*4 cents a kilowatt. The
county is now paying the Oakland gras,

light and hoat company 3 cents.

Clyde N. Real, manager of the Cen-
tral Oakland light and power company,
marlo the offer to the supervisors. He
agreed to make all connections and
install meters at the company's ex-
pense. The county uses light and
power principally in the courthouse,
hall of records, county jail, receiving
hospital and the Webster street draw-
bridge.

The hoard of supervisors took no ac-
tion on the matter at today's meeting,
but it was referred to the committee
of the whole.
