CAUSE OF ARREST

'Russian Taken Into Custody

| for Stealing Stansburys’
Spoons

ALAMEDA, June 28.—J. A. Kapple, a
| Russian, was arrested today on the com-
iplalnt of Thomas A. Stansbury of 2307
i Clinton avenue on a charge of having
|stolen a dozen spoons from the Stans-
{busy residence May 29.

The arrest of the Russian followed
the receipt by Stansbury of a package
in which the spoons were-inclosed, with
a note reading as follows: “I will return
your spoons, but, remember, I-will steal
Alice and kill you.” The Alice referred
to is the 16 year old daughter of the

Stansburys. The note was signed with
the initials “J. K.” The writing is sald
by the Stansburys to be identical with
the handwriting of Kapple, who has
done work for them on several occa-
sions,

The note and the spoons were found
yesterday in a mail box at the Stans-
bury home. Mrs. Stansbury was alarmed
after reading the missive and imme-
diately notified her husband,

“I can not understand why this man
should threaten us,” said Mrs. Stans-
bury. *“He has worked about our house
a number of times, and he has always
been well pald. I have never noticed
that he paid any undue attention to my
daughter, and I am under the impres-
sion that he is mentally deranged.”

Kapple claims that he knows nothing
about the theft of the spoons or the re-
turn of the spoons with the note bear-
ing his initials,

$1,500,000 CLAIMS FILED
BY ONE MEXICAN TOWN

Chinese Bank and Citizens of
Torreon Greatest Losers

EL PASO, Tex., June 28.—Claims ag-
gregating more than $1,500,000 have
been filed by Torreon, Mexico, resi-
dents agalnst the Mexican government
as a result of the capture and looting of
the city by insurrectos May 16.

The largest claims are made by the
Chinese bank and individual Chiness,
the bank clalming $150,000, including
$98,000 in the vault which was taken.
The Chinese reform soclety and indi-
vidual Chinese claim $115,000 damage
to property. Other large claims are
those of Thomas Trevine, loss of ware-
house and contents, $117,000; Augustin
Victorso & Brother, $52,000, and Lagune
Casino, $32,000.
