The wind attained a velocity of nearly
80 miles an hour, and as the Nippon
was steaming at full speed in the op-
posite direction the liner's deck was
no place for a landsman. He wasn't
represented there either. Men, women
and children of the passengers, cabin
and steerage, black, white, brown and
vellow, were all seasick as the result
of the Nippon's wild dives and lofty
tumbles as it made its way through
the green mountains. Waves broke
repeatedly clear oyer the ship, but Cap-
tain Filmer had #en the trouble com-
ing and had everything secured. The
damage to the liner was nominal, and
the enforced abstinence from food gave
everybody a good appetite for dinner,
which was not served until the ship
reached the smooth waters of the har-
