SUPREME COURT DENIES
DAMAGE SUIT REHEARING

Southern Pacific Must Pay $30,«
000 to Engineer's Widow

The Southern Pacific company was
denjed a rehearing by the supreme
court yesterday of the $30,000 damage
suit won by Julia L, Peters, wife of
Herman L. Peters, an engineer killed
in a wreck January 1, 1905, at Suisun.
The supreme court held that it was
negligence on the part of the Southern
Pacific that caused Peters’ death.

A like petigion, asking for a rehear-
ing of the matter of Willard R. Zibbell,
who was awarded $70,000 damages for
injuries inflicted upon him by a freight
train at Fresno in 1906, will be filed
soon in the supreme court. Zibbell's
injuries deprived him of his right hand,
his left arm and one foot, The supreme
court upheld the $70,000 verdict on the
ground that the train which hit Zib-
bell did not possess any lights. This
judgment was twice as large as the
largest of the kind ever before re-
turned in California.
