GEN. BACKUS’ NAME
SENT TO THE SENATE

WASHINGTON, July 10.—President
’_raft today sent to the senate the nom-
inations of Samuel W. Backus to be
commissioner of immigration at San
Francisco, succeeding Hart H. North,
resigned.

General Backus has been a resident
of California for nearly 60 years and
has served twice as postmaster of San
Francisco, from 1882 to 1886 under
President Arthur and President Cleve-
land, and from 1890 to 1894 under Pres-
ident Harrison and President Cleveland.
He served in the war of the rebellion
with the famous “California hundred”
battalion and, under Governor Perkins,
was adjutant general of the state.

He has been at the head of the Grand

was senior vice commander in chief
of the national organization of veter-
ans. For the last 20 years he has been
a director of the soldlers’ home at
Yountville,

He was formerly owner of the San

Francisco Post and later owned the
Wasp.

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JURIST ADMIRES
BRITISH COURTS

Judge Hunt Says Absence of
Delays and Technical Quib-
bling Won Him Over

Judge John Hunt of the local su-
perior court has returned from a two
months' trip to England and Europe,
during which he viewed the corona-
tion festivities and was accorded at-
tention by members of the British

bench. He says he was won over to
the English form of court procedure
because of the rapidity with which

cases are brought to trial, juries im-
| paneled, causes tried, appeals taken
and decided and judgments executed.

Furnished with a letter of introduc-
Itlon from Judge Morrow to Lord Chlet
Justice Alverston of the criminal court
of appeals in London, Judge Hunt was
requested by Justice Alverston and his
two associates to sit through a day's
session of the court. Flive cases were
heard on appeal and judgments passed
orally from the bench within two hours
and a half,

Judge Hunt says that juries are al-
waya impaneled within a few minutes,
attorneys being prohibited from asking
unnecessary questions. As an example
he pointed out that with the best
masters of technical law in England
defending him, Doctor Crippen used
up only two hours in getting a jury
and but three days in standing trial.
Sentenced to hang within two weeks
after conviction, an appeal was taken.
The appeal was decided against Crip-
pen and he was executed on the date
set by the lower court.

Commenting on the attitude of the
court toward the attorneys in Eng-
land compared with the situation in
this country, Judge Hunt sald: “Cour-
tesy is the watchword. Not a question
is permitted to be answered or a word
to be spoken which will tend to pro-
long an action. An appeal taken on a
technicality is an unknewn gquantity.
The great masses of c¢ourt records
which we in this country associate
lwlth an appeal are unknown in Eng-
land. Decislons on appeal are given
orally and immediately after the con-
clusion of the arguments.”

tends to he paralyzed, is perfectly able
to get about when not seeking alms,
