In these words Governor Johnson

announced today, at the investigation
of the management of the California
institution for the deaf and the blind,

that the playing of politics in public

institutions was no new thing to him,
evidence having been brought out from

witnesses that officials had brought in-

fluence to bt-ar upon employes to vote
in prescribed manner.
DATE OF APPOINTMENT

The forenoon, was devoted mainly to
investisatting rJie charges of toleration
of Immoral practices by pUs and Of
political control of tho-Institution by
directors. . CVmsideraUle uncertainty
was displayed In the minds of officials
as to the exact dale upon which Doug-

las Keith was appointed to the po-
sition of principal .teacher, to succeed
Warring Wilkinson, who was retired as
principal «*rnirirus on a pension of
JV'OO a year, paid'from the Durham
fund. By inspection of the minutes
of the meetings of tho board of direc-
tors, it was found that the. appointment

was made July 2S. 1309. to take ef-
fect October 1, Keith betas authorized
at the same time to make a two

months' tour of similar eastern institu-
tions, his pay to go on during that pe-
riod and- a traveling expense allow-
ance of $1,000 being made.

John F. Dondero, a graduate who tes-
tified last Friday, was recalled, and he
told ot having report*-*! to Keith in
October, 1909. thai four boys and three
girls,, whose names were*'withheld to-
day by stipulation ot counsel, had been
guilty for months of immorality. Keith,
he said, insttead of taking action, said
that he was aware ot the relations be-
tween the pupils named. it was not

until the following February that one
boy and one girl \u25a0re dismissed for
this offense, after another report of
their conduct had sen made. The
other accused hoys were given their
diplomas and tuie of the girls is still in
the Institution.' \
PUPILS NOT DISMISSED

Dondefo said that the immoralities
were commonly known throughout the
blind school; that these conditions had
been reported to Wilkinson while he
was principal and that Wilkinson had
contented himself with questioning one
boy only. although three boys and three
girls had been involved. The boy ques-
tioned was not dismissed, said the wit-
ness.

Vicious practices had existed,. he con-
tinued, for-a long tirn*-, and he had
called Keith's attention to the need of
more occupation and more amuse-
ments for the pupils, in order to keep

their minds from impure thoughts, but
there had been little improvement

thereafter. He admitted that there was
some physical;exercise \u25a0-.tired In the
class rooms and thai walks In the
hills were required of the boys until
the latter protested, when they were. discontinued.

Attorney 0. W. Reed, for the com-
plainants, presented reports from
many eastern institutions for the blind
which showed that about 75 per cent

of their graduates were self support-
ing . .

W. E. SctiTlock, another graduate,

vho was not summoned by either, Reed
or by Warren Olney, Jr., counsel for
K}lthj presented himself as a witness,

f-aying he was a lend of Keith. He
was premitted to testify and revealed
such discredit upon the institution
from which he graduated that he was
soon excused, but not until after he
had told of the smoking and drinking

in the room of the former assistant
supervisor,- Raymond Henderson, and
had boasted of having concocted with
Henderson a falsehood to deceive the
principal In the matter of the mlscon-
duct. He corroborated Dondero's testi-
mony about the immoral pupils, and
raid that the immoral practices had
existed from February, 190S.

OF DALTON CASE
Defense Attorney Tries to Ask

Pertinent Questions of
State Witness

They Are Ruled Out and Dona-
hue on Stand Has Tilt

With Lawyer

OAKLAND, July I*.— the last im-
portant witness against County As-

sessor Henry P. Dalton, who is on trial
for bribery, District Attorney William
11. Donahue took the witness stand this
afternoon In Judge Brown's court. He
related the Incidents leading up to the

arrest of the assessor, but the most in-
teresting feature of his testimony came
In a duel of wits with Attorney Charles
H. Fairall. DaUon's chief counsel. The
clash had not ended when the court
adjourned for the day. and Donahue's
cross examination will be resumed to-
morrow morning.

Fairall tried insistently to show that
DaUon's prosecution was Instigated by
the Spring Valley water company and
that the corporation took the lead in
preparing the case against the assessor.
De tried equally as hard to show that
the Spring Valley and Donahue had led
th« assessor into the commission of'a
crime. But the district attorney could
not be moved from his statement that
he had undertaken the prosecution of
Dalton in his capacity as a public of-
ficial, and not:otherwise, and because
hevwas convinced that Dalton had com-
mitted a serious crime and should be
punished for it.

It was on April 25, Donahue said,
tl.at. after an Investigation of 10 days,
he had come -to', the conclusion that
Dalton was guilty, and that evidence
against him should be obtained. ' Vice
President Eastman. Secretary Behan
and other Spring Valley officials acted
under his directions after that, he de-
clared. In getting evidence to prove
that the county assessor proposed for
*"-*o.ooo to reduce the corporations as-
sessment by $2,500,000.

"Dalton was not led into the com-
mission of a crime." Donahue testified.
"He was permitted to do what he him-
self proposed to do, and preparations
were made to get evidence in case he
committed a crime. But although I
knew Dalton had asked for a bribe
from Behan. and believed that he
would go through with the plan he
had proposed to Eastman, I was hope-
ful that he would not go ahead with

Donahue declared that he had never
had any personal or political enmity
for Dalton. He said that he had un-
dertaken to bring the assessor to
Justice because It was his sworn duty
as district attorney to enforce the law.
FIB ST TTI.T OF WIT!*

"Do you believe it is your sworn
duty to bring about th« commission of
a crime?" asked Fairall, to which the
district attorney again replied that he
had not brought about the commission
of a crime, hut had permitted Dalton
to do what the latter proposed to do,
so that he might be punished.

"Did It not occur to you to go to
Dalton and ask him about It when you
bad suspicions about him?" asked the
assessor's attorney, to which Donahue
answered that h« could not have done
anything more foolish.

After he had received ithe affidavit
of John E. Behan,. in which the Spring
Valley official related DaUon's proposal
to be bribed, Donahue spent 10 days,

he said, going Into DaUon's record, dis-
cussing it, making investigations and

'thinking lt over. He talked to Judge
Ellsworth, be said, before whom Dal-
ton was tried 10 years ago for present*
Ing"a 1

fraudulent claim to the county,
the trial resulting in an acquittal.

STATEMENT RULED OUT
"Judge Ellsworth • told me he be-

lieved that Dalton was guilty," the dis-
trict attorney said, but Judge Brown
ruled out the statement.

S. P. Eastman, vice president of the
Spring Valley, was recalled to the
stand by Fairall. After a few pre-
liminary queries he -was asked In lan-
guage unmistakably offensive, a ques-
tion reflecting on his personal habits.
The question raised an immediate
storm. Assistant District Attorney
Hynes objecting to it as insulting to

the witness. The jury was hastily ex-
cused, and In its absence the lawyers
aWI Judge Brown;discussed the admis-
sibility of the question.

"If I were a witness and you asked
me a question like that. Judge Fairall,''
said Judge Brown, "Iwould" but the
court's declaration was interrupted at
this point.

QUESTION RILED OUT 1

Fairall insisted that the question was
proper. He would show, he said, that
Eastman was Incapacitated as a Iwit-
ness because* of his habits,• Judge
Brown ruled the question out. "y

Deputy District Attorney Leon Clark
was the first witness today. He re-
peated under! cross : e*j*amlnatlon the
story he told Saturday "of watching
Dalton go Into Barnum's restaurant on
the :day of his \u25a0 arrest, of what took
place when he was arrested, and of the
statements made by the assessor after
his arrest.

Detective St. Clair *Hodgkins, who
found the roll of bills .in DaUon's
pocket immediately after ..* his«\u25a0- arrest,
was the next" witness. He identified
the bills, which have now been identi-
fled so often that the'defense has made
a stipulation admitting' their identity.
Hodgkins was not on the ; stand long.
He'corroborated'other' testimony as to
DaUon's movements and as to -state-
ments made after his arrest. :

The defense will . probably place

SUICIDE IN GERMANY

Alarming Conditions Are Shown
by Statistical Tables

If we can trust the Ethische Kultur.
a very unsatisfactory state of things
exists in Germany. From statistics ap-'
pearing in this publication. It appears
that lduring 15 years—-fro/n 1880 to
1905—1,258 scholars (boys and girls) In
Germany have committed suicide. v The
returns vary with the year. Sometimes
they are- very high and Isometimes low.
Thus In 1906 they: fell from 8 to 7.7
per ; thousand, but the next year's re-
turn places them at 9, and in 1908 these
early suicides had risen to 12.4. With
an unconscious disregard of logic.-10
per cent of these suicides are attrib-
uted to "want *of energy." ".Eighteen
per cent are set down as being' due to

111 health and- 24 per cent to overwork.
No,cause is assigned for 23 per cent of
the deaths. .

t V LUXURY IN RUSSIA

Native Bivalves Small and In.*
palatable, but Cheapest

Oysters are grown in large quantities
in the Black sea and its tributaries, but
of an inferior quality, being small,
brackish In taste and in general un-
palatable,

The provincial cities of Russia have
few, if any, oyster houses. Moscow, with
1,600,000 population, has less than half
a dozen places where oysters may be
purchased, and only the leading restau-
rants and hotels serve them when called
for. .'»•-'

Ten Black sea oysters, averaging not
larger than the end of one's thumb/cost
at the store in* Moscow 10 . kopecks
(about 5 cents) apiece, says the Newark
News. The cost of a small stew at home
approximates 75 cents when one calcu-
lates the price of the milk and crackers
—the last named Item being expensive.
At a restaurant the same stew will be
$1.50. ',;-;•- • _. -:^i\-

When the wealthy Russian calls for
oysters, that 50 per cent are dead, the
mean those grown in his own country,
but Ostend oysters, which cost 12»»
cents apiece. At the restaurant when
they are served on the shell. Ostend
bivalves command a much higher price,
ranging from $1.80 up for 10.

The Black sea oysters are delivered
in Moscow In about two and a half days
from the port of shipment. They always
come in the shell, but when one makes
a purchase he finds, if"he understands
oysters, the BO per cent are dead, the
shells being open. The average Russian
does not known that "they are unfit to
eat, and. of course, takes^-feat chances
when buying.** Many cases of poisoning
