
TRAINERS USE FEAR
TO RULE ELEPHANT

Big Animals Useless to Circuses
Until They Realize Mao

Is Conqueror

It Is said the mildness and docility
of the elephont are only developed

after he has been taught that his
keeper really is his master. The fol-
lowing Instance will illustrate the
severe course of training these crea-
tures are obliged to undergo:

Early In December a circus agent
bought four elephants and shipped

them to the United States. They,-we're
taken to the headquarters of the show
and safely bestowed for the night.

One of them, named Alexander, an
enormous creature eight feet high,
broke the chain that confined him,
butted down a door and rushed into
an inclosure where about a dozen
docile v elephants had their quarters.

He charged at one of them named
Dora arid the two engaged in a "hand
to hand" conflict. r 'v'.VS'

The chief trainer entered the lists

armed with only an elephant hook.
He ordered Dora back and the animal
obeyed; Alexander, deprived of his op-
ponent, turned on the man. Then a
shortcut exciting conflict ensued, re-
sulting in the chaining of the elephant.
; This was the work of Monday night.
On Tuesday four hawsers were passed
through the immense pulleys attached
to the beams of the roof. Then a set
of harness, much resembling an enor-
mous shawl strap, was with difficulty
fastened about Alexander's body. At
the end of three hours occupied In
putting on his new costume he stood
forth looking, indeed, as if he were
equipped for war, in complete armor.

When the preparations were finished
12 men grasped two lines of rope that
went through the pulleys and Alex-
ander's hind feet were lifted six feet
above the ground and his forelegs were
doing double duty. Then the forefeet
were lifted in like manner, and so
throughout the day he was forced by
turns to seesaw and hang suspended in
the air.

The next'day and the next f the
treatment was continued. In the mean-
time an anchor had been sunk five feet
in the ground in another part of the
quarters and covered with earth, an
iron ring only being exposed. To this
ring Alexander was fastened, and
when he was probably congratulating
himself on once more standing on four
feet the feet in question were pulled
from beneath l"dm and he was thrown
down upon the straw.

The operation was continued at in-
tervals, Alexander growing more and
more dejected. While he lay prostrate
the chief trainer stepped over his body
from time to time, so that the animal
might realize the cause of his subjec-
tion. Next morning he was thrown
down again, when he Immediately gave
utterance to loud cries of despair. He
was conquered. His master ordered
him to get up and he obeyed, walked
quietly into the room whence he had
broken, and seemed to have no fur-
ther Idea of rebellion.

The strange, queer things used in
medicine In the United Statesrelics,
most of them, from our ancient "dis-
pensatories" that yet linger in the
modern, official pharmacopeia—rival
the most repugnant remedies In be-
nighted China.

ucts, from greases for ointments to
pepsin extracted from the hogs stom-
ach, to help weak digestions.

But medicine has to go further
afield when It wants a well known
antispasmodic and stimulant in the ex-
haustion of typhoid fever. It uses a
musk that is extracted from the glands
of the musk deer. . It goes to the
whale for the spermaceti employed . in
numerous ointments; to the liver of
the codfish for the . oil so widely and
so reluctantly swallowed in wasting
diseases; to flies for -the burning
powers , and to bees for the wax that
help make up a first class fly blister;
and to the. tiny red cochineal insect,
pulverized, for the bright red color
that distinguishes many preparations.

from the red or wood ant is valued
as a cure for gout as well as rheu-
matism; the potato bug. In extract. Is
used for back pains and trembling of
the ; limbs. To homeopaths has been
credited the use of : the <familiar lady-
bug as a cure for toothache and neu-
ralgia: of the; hornet for swelling of
the ; eyes and ; the face,; and of the
bodies of; cockroaches,

JURY DECIDES ON
FINGERPRINT PROOF
Trace Left by Burglar Is Found

Sufficient to Convict
Man

Recently a peculiar case, that smacks
considerably of the Sherlock Holmes
stories, came up In the New York
courts. A burglary had been commit-

ted. In effecting entrance the burglar
had left behind some finger prints.

The man finally arrested had manu-
factured what appeared to be an im-
pregnable alibi, and there was abso-
lutely no other evidence.

The Issue finally came down to
whether Jurors would accept fingerprints as conclusive evidence. They
did. The burglar . collapsed and con-
fessed.

The finger print thus becomes recog-
nized as a competent witness. In be-
half of its competency it was shown
that of more than 150,000 cases record-
ed, no two • charts of prints exactly
coincided. Some were closely alike, butwhen placed under the microscopic lensthere was the unmistakable individual-

"more unmistakable than the fea-
I tures of Its owner." *I A decision of the supreme court of
j Alabama has also Introduced into the
court another competent witness—theI mule, says, the Indianapolis News. In
the case of Wilson vs. the Stat*, .Wil-| son was held for murder by the lower

| courts. He was accused of hldjng be-
hind a stump and shooting his victim
while he was driving his mule past It.

I Though the conviction of the lower
j court was reversed on other grounds,
the testimony of the mule, which was
Introduced, was affirmed, and the mule.Incidentally, was declared to be a com-
petent witness. The decision declared:

"It is. no doubt, a matter of commonknowledge that a mule will shy or take
fright when passing a point where It
had been previously and recently
frightened. The trial court did not.
therefore, err in permitting this testi-
mony. * • • The evidence was -ad-
missible and the weight of the same
was question for the jury."

The New York Law Journal is con-
vinced that "the eccentricities of the
whole equine family,which is given to
taking fright and shying,'" make the
competency of such witnesses ques-
tionable In capital cases.

It will be recalled that in this state,
in the Columbus C'roy murder case In
Allen county four years ago, an effort
was made to convict a suspect on blood-
hound evidence. The practice of the at-
torneys introducing the bloodhounds
was, however, defective, for they failed
properly to qualify them as "com-
petent" witnesses; therefore, the blood-
hound evidence that was Introduced was
set at naught. , The question of the
eligibility of such dumb animals was
therefore not well drawn, but there are
a number of cases in other states In
which they have been recognized as
competent, and still others— most
noted the decision of the Nebraska su-
preme court in the case of Brott vs. the
state-— in which they have been declared
too liable to err. Their sense of smell,
It was declared even in the Brott case,
is remarkable, but it fell far short of
being either as convincing as the evi-
dence of finger prints to the New York
Judge or that of mules to the Alabama
supreme court.
