DUMMYTEACHER

Principal's Lawyer Admits His
Client Is Not Proficient in

Sign Language

Keith Only a Steward Before
Being Made Chief of the

Institution

BERKELEY. July 12.-In answer to
the charge that his appointment as
principal of the California Institution
for the Deaf and Blind was illegal on
the ground thai he had not taught the
deaf for the statutory three years be-
fore his appointment. Douglas Keith
today testified during Governor John-
son's Investigation of that Institution
that he had, in fact, taught both deafand blind during a period of aboutseven years before his appointment, al-though not in any regular class, hav-ing been detailed to teach the blind for
three raontns and the backward deafboys for several years, outside the
classrooms.

The other witnesses examined today
"were C. S. Perry, a veteran teacher of
the deaf; George W. Reed, president of
the board of directors of the institu-
tion, and Francis O'Donnell, a teacher.

O'Donnell submitted a series of
recommendations for the reorganization
of the institution, which he had pre-
pared at the request of Attorney C. W.
Reed, counsel for the complaining
graduates, together ..with a supplement
which he had prepared some time ago
at the request of President George W.
Reed.
O.MV WORKING KXOWLEDGE

Perry was questioned further on the
testimony he had given yesterday rela-
tive to Keith's qualifications for the
position of principal, and disclaimed any
desire to evade answering the governor
on this point. He said Keith has "a
working knowledge"* of the manual
language, and that he was in sympathy
with Keith's advocacy of the oral sys-
tem. He had noticed no retrogression
in the discipline of the three classes of
which he had knowledge during Keith's
administration.

Perry said that the course of teach-
ing at the institution In the deaf de-
partment was laid out by Assistant
Principal W. A. Caldwell. la consulta-
tion with O'Donnell and other teachers.

Attorney Warren Olney Jr., counsel .
for Keith, admitted that his client was !
not proficient in the sign language, but ;

said that Caldwell and the other teach- j
ers were proficient-

He testified that he was educated In

England, where he had taught In a \u25a0

few private schools for ordinary pupils.
While In the California institution, |
where he has been employed for about ;
23 years, he said he once replaced a \
teacher in the blind department for
three months and that he had been del- .
egated from time to time, for about ,
•oven years, by Warring Wilkinson, to
teach backward and refractory boys j
in the ' office rooms in the afternoons. j
He had taught them English, arithme- j
tic and other thin ga'i^jHSpESVl. Keith admitted it was a fine thing I
for a teacher to have a special training j
in teaching the deaf, but that it was
not so necessary in the blind depart- !
ment, except in the primary classes. •
He said that he does not think the
sign -language at all necessary.

MORALS WASTE OF TIME
, Keith declared that he abolished the,
moral I lectures because he thought the
time devoted to them could be put to

better use; that he never told the ]

teachers the result of his Inspection of
eastern Institutions; that W. A. Cald-
well has charge of all the manual de-
partments and that he himself never
addressed the puplla

Keith said he was a believer In the

oral system «of "teaching, but that it
was not he, but Wilkinson, who had
first introduced that ' system in the In-
stitution, he himself .enlarging it.
