They .declare that Guittard told all
the stock holders on February 1 of this
year, that If.they; made a bill of sale of
the "company's * property to him and
agreed to take stock of the Dome Coffee
company in exchange for their stock In
the San jFrancisco Coffee company, the
Dome Coffee company would assume an
Indebtedness", of $15,000 and a rehabili-
tation could, be made. The stock hold-
ers, persuaded by Guittard, did this. ;

.As soon as Guittard got possession of
the San Francisco Coffee company's
property, the plaintiffs say. he used It to
his own 1 advantage. He' put his own
men.: In \u25a0 the company's* stores, collected
money that he converted to his own use
and diverted {the- company's customers
to himself, they allege.
