It was rumored at one time
thai Overton Price was being consid- j
ered and would be appointed if he \
would accept.

While it has not been announced '
what salary Glavis wjllreceive, it is;

hinted that it will be more than $s,»'><H>
a year.

The commission was formed under an
act of, the laet legislature to investi-
gate the natural resources of California
and to report to the next legislature
with recommendations for action. The
board of control has charge of water-
power and all filings for power must

be approved by its members. Tire bulk
of the work r of organizing and prose-
cuting the investigations and making

the final report will fall upon Glavis.

Pardee Praises Glavis
OAKLAND, Aug. 3. —L. R. Gfavis, who

has been offered the position of joint
secretary of the state conservation
commission and the state conservation
board of control, according to former
Governor George C. Pardee, a member

of the conservation commission, is on
his way from Portland, Ore., with his
wife, and upon his arrival the appoint-
raent, will be ratified.

While special agent for the Interior
department, Glavis was the first to call
attention to the .efforts being made by
J. P. Morgan and the Guggenheims to
secure control of the coal lands of
Alaska, He made a thorough investi-
gation of conditions, -yith the result
that a public hearing was demanded
and the schemes of the great combine
thwarted. "Although Balilnger was "vin-
dicated" by the investigating commit-
tee the revelations had much to do
with his retirement from public office.

operate with the United States geologi-
cal survey in conserving water with
the department of agriculture in con-
serving lands and with other depart-
ments of the government in conserving
mineral lands, regulating gold dredg-
ing, reclaiming lands and formulating
laws to secure adequate conservation
of all natural resources.

PETRIFIED FOREST IS
REDUCED HALF BY TAFT

Action Follows Report of Scien-
tist's Visit in Arizona

WASHINGTON, Aug. 3.—President
Taft has signed a • proclamation re-
ducing the area of the petrified forest
national park, Arizona, from 95 to 40
square miles.

This reduction Is made upon the
recommendation of Dr. George P. Mer-
rill, head curator of geology of the
national museum, who has just made
an examination of the land for the in-
terior department. He says in his re-
port that outside of the new bounda-
ries there is practically nothing "worth
preserving.

Two large tracts within the park
wore also marked off by Doctor Mer-
rill from whiCh museums and others,
authorized by the secretary of the in-
terior, may take specimens of the si-
llcified woods.

MUNICIPAL LIGHTS

Roseville Trustees Expected to
Order Election in $10,000

Bond Issue

TRICKERY CHARGER
IN RAILWAY FIGHT

Vice President of Opposition
Road Is Accused of

Scheming

STOCKTON, Aug. o.—Morris Li

Brackett, vice president and general
manager of the San Joaquin Valley

Electric railway, an interurban line
being built between this city and Mo-
desto, against whom suit was recently
brought by John J. Doyle, seeking to
have Brackett and other officials of
the railroad removed and a receiver
appointed, caused a sensation today

when he laid the blame of the whole
affair at the door of Byron Bearce,
vice president and general manager of
the Tidewater and Southern, an oppo-
sition line.

Walter Gerlach of this city made an
affidavit today revealing these features
of the case. He said that he purchased
two shares of San Joaquin Valley stock
for Bearce. The affidavit was taken
this morning. Gerlach having discussed
the matter from 10:30 to 1.45 this
afternoon.

Brackett got an order yesterday
from the superior court of San Fran-
cisco authorizing the taking of the affi-
davit. This morning the local superior
court issued a subpena summoning

Gerlach. Former District Attorney
•George F. McNoble, by request, repre-
sented Attorney Duryea of San Fran- !
cisco, counsel for Doyle; De Witt Clary
represented the San Joaquin Valley
Electric, with A. H. Jarman of the
firm of Gavin MoNab of San F.rancisco.

Gerlach told the notary that on July

25 last Byron Bearce called on him and
asked him to go to Brackett's office and
purchase two shares of stock. He gave
Gerlach $20 for the stock and $2.50 for
his services. The next day Gerlach said
he bought the stock, Gerlach indorsed it
and turned it over to Bearce.

On July 27 Doyle called at the Brack-
ett office and had the stock transferred
to him. The same day and a few hours
later Attorney Duryea tiled suit in San
Francisco to oust the San JoaquinElec-

tric officials and have a receiver ap-
pointed.

Gerlach further testified that yester-
day Attorney Duryea and Doyle called
on him and asked whether he knew
Brackett had secured an order for the
taking of the affidavit. Gerlach said
they asked very pointedly if he intended
to be in town. Gerlach stated further
that he understood from their manner
that they would rather he would be ab-

sent. He said he was sick of the whole
affair and wanted to get done with it.

The case has been set for hearing to-

morrow in San Francisco.

NAVALLIEUTENANT IS
PRAISED FOR BRAVERY

Crawled Around Cruiser's Bot-
tom for Sailor's Body

WASHINGTON. Aug. 3.—To crawl

around 2fl feet under water feeling
among the sharp barnacles that cover
the bottom of a bis ship is not the
safest and pleasantest task, yet that
is what Lieut. William V. Tomb, V. S.
N., attached to the cruiser Maryland,
dirt July 21. A sailor had fallen over-
board and drowned and it was sup-

posed that his body had been swept

under the bilges. It would take some
time to rig up a diving" apparatus.

Lieutenant Tomb did not wait, but, ty-
ing a life rope around his body,

plunged into the sea and made a long

search of the ship's bottom. Official
recognition of his bravery has o been
given in a letter addressed to Lieu-
tenant Tomb by Ae*'ng Secretary Win-
throp.
