BRYAN PROTESTS
AGAINST ATTACK

Declares Intention to Give Lead-
er Underwood More Charges

to Discuss

CHICAGO, Aug. 3.—Voluntarily as-
suming full responsibility for the edi-

torial recently published in his weekly

paper, which caused Congressman Un-
derwood of Alabama to brand him as
a falsifier on the floor of congress, "Wil-
liam J. Bryan today replied to the at-

tack and declared that he intenJed to
give the democratic leader of the house
an early opportunity to discuss some
other things.

Bryan proceeded to grant Congress-
man Underwood's request that he make
public the information upon which the

editorial was based. He said that the
editorial was based on a Washington
dispatch in an Omaha newspaper.

If this information is correct, Bryan
declares he will stand by his state-
ments. If investigation shows it to
be erroneous, he will acknowledge his
mistake.

Bryan arrived in Chicago early in
the morning and read Congressman
Underwood's attack in the newspapers
while eating breakfast at the Univer-
sity club. ,

VOTE ON STATEHOOD IS
SET FOR NEXT MONDAY

Controversy Centers Around
Amendment to Constitutions
WASHINGTON", Aug. 3.—The joint

resolution providing for the admission
of New Mexico and Arizona as states
was made the unfinished business by
the senate today.

Under the unanimous consent agree-
ment it will be voted on "during the
legislative day" of next Monday.

The whole controversy in connection
with the bill centers around the Nelson
amendment, striking out the house
provision for a modification of the New
Mexico constitution so as to permit of
the easier amendment of that instru-
ment, and instructing the people of
Arizona, as a condition of admission, to
e'iminate the constitutional provision
looking to the recall of judges.

There is much interest in the portion
of the amendment relating to Arizona,
because the president has said that
without it he would veto the reso-
lution.

BANKER DIES AFTER
USING KNIFE IN JAIL

Carey E. Manker, Confessed
Embezzler, Succumbs at

Hospital

Twelve hours after he had slashed
his throat in the city prison with a pen-
knife, Carey E. Manker, the absconding

banker from Pearl, Pike county, 111.,

died at the central emergency hospital
at 3 o'clock yesterday morning. Shortly

before 4 o'clock "Wednesday afternoon
Manker cut his throat in the city prison,
severing the jugular.

Patrolman Charles Groat, who was on
floor duty in the jail, will face charges
of neglect of duty, according to an edict
from Chief White. One more attache of
the prison may be brought before the
police commission on account of Man-
ker's act.

Manker did not regain consciousness
after slashing his throat and no state-
ment could be obtained from him.

Manker surrendered to the local
police last Friday evening, saying he
was an embezzler from the Bank of
Pearl to the extent of $45,000. Con-
science stricken, he said, he desired to
go back to the scene of his crime and
face the charges.
