[ Maskat has been a very successful one,
| The quantity shipped to America has
| been the largest in several years; the
season having closed early, as the

growers did not hold back for better
prices. The last shipment of the 1909
crop was made on March 21, 1910; the
last of the 1910 crop on February 10,
1911. Although the price was higher,
the American demand showed no weak-
ness: it is estimated that three-fourths
of the total production of Fard dates
were shipped to America.

Outside of a small trial shipment of
Farfara dates, only the Fard wvariety
was placed on the American market.
The various other varieties of wet dates
and all the dried dates are either con-
sumed locally or exported to India and
Aden.

The total amount shipped to the
United States and the declared value in
1809 were 1,100 tons, at 2.9 cents per
pound, $84,523; in 1910, 1,556 tons, at
3.8 cents per pound, $111,792. The in-
crease over 1909 was 41 per cent in
quantity and 24 per cent in value per
pound, or 73 per cent in the total value,

This big price advance {n one vear, is
considered surprising, but an examina-
tion of the various factors making up
the cost will show an increase in nearly
every item. The price paid the growers
for unsorted dates was 7% muhammedis
per mann this season, against 6%
muhammedis per mann last season,

_Owing to the rise in the price of
silver, the muhammedi was worth 2.136
Uniteq States cents, against 2.073 cents
in 1909.
