AUTOMATIC PIANO
15 150 YEARS OLD

Park Museum Has Rare Cun-
osity in Antique Musical
Instrument

“Organina” Was Invented Long
Ago and Is’ Played by
Machinery

For all who have marvelled at the
wonderful mechanism of the modern
automatic piano player, which has
made it possible for one altogether un-
acquainted with the simplest rudi-
ments of the musician's art, to re-
produce the most intricate composi-
tions of the world's greatest pianists.

and have felt pride in attributing the
invention of the instrument to some
present day mechanical genius, there
is a distinct surprise at the park mu-
seum in the shape of an automatic
organ, bulit 150 years ago in England.

The instrument, which is called an
“Organina,” was commonly known as
“The Musical Marvel” at the time of
it's first presentation to the public in
1750, has just been added to the mu-
seum’'s collection of obsolete musical
instruments.

Contained in a mahogany box, which
measures less than one foot along each
dimension, is a set of pipes corres-
ponding to the pipes of an ordinary or-
gan. In the base of the box is placed
a small bellows, which, operated by a
series of pedals and cogwheels, pro-
duces the necessary air pressure for
the pipes. At the base of each pipe,
and separated from the pipe by but an
ordinary cardboard’'s thickness, is
placed a small tube, which leads to
the bellows.

CRANK MUST BE TURNED

Between the tubes and their cor-
responding pipes of the “organina”
passes a piece of perforated paper,
which correSponds to the “record” used
in the modern automatic piano player.
The paper is contained in a roll, placed
on a spool in the back of the “or-
ganina.” As the instrument is played
by the turning of a crank, the paper
roll unwinds and makes its way be-
tween the pipes and the tubes leading
to the bellows. The air currents are
either permitted to make their way
into the pipes through perforations in
the paper or held in the tubes.

Before placing the “organina”™ in its
case at the museum, Curator George
Barron “tried it out.” The music pro-
duced was sweet in tone; the air
played, one that has long since been
forgotten. Whether or not the modern
piano player is but a development of
the “organina” is hard to determine as
the possible presence in this country
of a duplicate of the instrument on
exhibition at the park has not come to
the knowledge of the curator.

RELICS OF PIONEER DAYS

The collection of relics of the pioneer
days in California has been enriched
during the past week through the ad-
dition of a collection of early litho-
graphs by Calvert M. Baker. Among
these is a picture of the first raising
of the American flag at Monterey,
which took place July 7, 1846. It
shows sailors from the U. 8. 8. Savan-
nah making their way into the old
adobe town and depicts the firing of a
broadside salute by the warship.

San Francisco during the years of
1846 and 1847 is shown in another
lithograph. Ships riding at anchor
where the Merchants' Exchange builld-
ing now stands, are depicted and the
landscape shows entire absence of life
west of Stockton street. Two copies
of a history of the state printed in
1847 have also been added to the pion-
eer collection by Daniel Benjamin, a
member of a noted pioneer family.

Both beach and park were visited by
great throngs yesterday and the
badges of delegates to the convention
of typographers and the coming meet-
ing of the Fraternal Order of Eagles
were to be seen on the breasts of
large groups of sightseers.

JAPANESE OFFICIALS
INSPECT QUARANTINE

Administration of Immigration
Laws Considered

The Japanese government, with the
consent of Uncle Sam, is making an
official inspection of the administration
of the quarantine and immigration
laws on this coast, and has sent Drs. T.
Kitano, a government medical inspec-
tor stationed at Yokohama, and Dr. M.
Iwai, medical inspector of emigrants at
Kobe., They have completed their in-
spection at Vancouver, Victoria, Seattle
and Tacoma, and yesterday the two
Japanese officials boarded the liner
Mongolia with Chief Quarantine Officer
Trotter.

The medicos took copious notes of
all they saw, and after the ship had
passed quarantine gave their attention
to the examintion of Japanese by the
immigration officials.

From advices received by the local
immigration officlals it is believed that
there will be an increase in the near
future in Japanese immigration, par-
ticularly to Honolulu. The Mongolia
landed more than 200 Japanese coolies
at Honolulu. Of these 136 were picture
brides. The Japanese for this port in-
cluded 25 women, most of them picture
brides.

The Japanese doctors will leave here
on the Mongolia and will stop over at
Honolulu to continue their investiga-
tion there.
