RECORDER GETS NOTICE
OF WORLD'S END In 1912

Zion City Priests Tell of Mes-
siah's Second Coming

A warning of the world's end was
placed on record yesterday -with County

a "declaration" of two of Alexander
Dowie's successors in the priesthood of
Zlon City. 111., and sent from that center
of light it sets forth:

"Be it known unto .Tudah and unto
Israel and uiKo all the world:'Before the
close of the year of our Lord, 1912, Jesus
the Christ, the .Son of God, • • • will
come forth frtom the eternal throne
once again to teach and preach the
gospel of healing, holy living and sal-
vation to e%*ery creature and to heal
the sick of every disease and every
affliction."

According to thenZion City announce-
ment, the Messiah will appear flrst to
eight men and a specially selected high
priest, and after 46 days these will
present him to the world. The docu-
ment proceeds:

"The Christ will be revealed in the
City of Zion built by God's foretold
Elijah as a pneparation of the way unto
all who shall await his second coming

theee 2,300 days of sifting shall behold

INDIANS SUE U. S.
FOR $25,000,000
Cherokees Declare Negroes Got

Lands From Government That
Belong to Them

MtTSKOGEE, Okla., Aug. 16.—Rally-

ing for a final stand," the full blood
Cherokee Indians are preparing to in-
stigate a suit against the United States

government for $25,000,000. That sum,

the Cherokees say, is due them for
property rights and money dissipated

in the last hundred years by the gov-

ernment and paid to whites and ne-

groes who were not Cherokees.
The leader of the movement is Mrs.

Susan Saunders of St. Louis, a three-

quarter blood Cherokee, 68 years old
and blind. The principal claim of the
Indians is for land in the Cherokee
nation which has been allotted to ne-
groes known as freedmen and to the
whites who have man-led into the

tribe. There are 4.600 negroes who
have b»*en given allotments in the
Cherokee nation.

When the Cherokees came to Indian
Territory from Georgia in 1833-3S they

brought many negro slaves with them.
These they kept the same -as white
slave owners until the close of the
civil war.

At the time of the war most of the
Cherokees joined the confederacy and
to penalize for this, when the emanci-
pation of the slaves was declared, the
government decreed that the slaves of
the Indians should not only be fried,
but should Bhare in all the tribal prop-
erties of the nation.

investigation by Chairman Wilson of
the house committee on labor. He has
introduced a resolution calling' for an
Investigation of reports that American
workmen are being discriminated
against by canal officials employing
discharged employes from South Amer-
ican railways, and that an agreement
between President Taft, then secre-
tary of war, and locomotive engineers,
conductors and others .employed in the
canal work, for overtime and longevity
pay, was being violated. The resolu-
tion was referrted to the rules com-
mittee.

FIFTY NEW STATIONS TO

MEASURE WATER POWER

Geological Survey Operating in
High Mountains

H. D. MeGlashan, chairman of the
water resources branch of the United
States geological survey, with offices
in the custom house, is about to
establish 50 new gauge stations in the
state.

These stations are to measure the
water power and will be located in the
high mountains near the source of the
streams and where a large area of
water shed is drained.

The state has about 150 stations but
they are devoted to measurements for
irrigation purpose, rather than for
power. The present stations are located

jmostly in the Sacramento valley where
irrigation covers a larg# acreage.

The department has ten surveyors in
the field developing this work and in-
stalling the measuring stations.

CITY LOSES UNDER
RULING OF BOARD

Superintendent Roncovieri Pro-
tests Against School Fund

Decision

Some time since Alfred Roncovierl,

superintendent of schools, wrote to

State Superintendent Hyatt asking for
information relating to the recent rul-

ing of the state board of education
that a school day shall be four hours

and that evening schools shall not be

on a parity with day schools in the
apportionment of state school money.

Hyatt replied that the attorney gen-

eral has decided that the rule is in
perfect harmony with the law as it
now is.

Roncovieri has written a letter to
City and County Attorney Percy V.
Long, in which he says:

In accordance with a recent rul-
ing of the state board) of education.
State Superintendent of Public In-
struction Edward Hyatt intends, in
apportioning state school money
for the ensuing fiscal year, to re-
gard a day's attendance in night

m

schools as equivalent to half a day.

Should he carry this intention into
execution, the' average daily at-
tendance of the elementary schools
of this department Would be re-
duced 1001, which would result in
decreasing the state apportion-
ment for this city and county be-
tween $16,000 and $17,000 for the
reason that under the law the
state apportionment is based on
average daily attendance.

SECTIONS THAT APPLY
Under amended section 1858

every thirty-five pupils in average
daily attendance or fraction there-
of exceeding fifteen, entitle a
district to one unit teacher, and
also to two additional teachers for
every 700 of such attendance. Un-
der Section 1532. 4th subdivision,
the state superintendent of public
instruction must apportion $250
for every such unit teacher. The
balance is distributed per capita,
and will probably be $9 per child.

ATTACK WITHOUT PRECEDENT
The attack on our evening

schools is without precedent gince

neither the state superintendent
nor the state board of education
hare ever before attempted to
discriminate against them in ap-
portioning state school money. I
may add that the first state appor- *

tionment of sshool moneys will be
made this year early in September
by reason of the fact that the
first installment of state revenues
has been collected and is now
delinquent.

I therefore respectfully urge that
early action be taken in defending
the interest* which this city and
county possesses.

Please inform me as soon as
possible what action in your
opinion Is necessary to defend the
interests of the city and county
of San Francisco in securing re-
cognition of our evening schools on
a parity with day schools in the
apportionment of state school
money.

No information has been received
here as to the nature of the charges
against Millspaugh, who says-the whole
affair is a plot of an opposing faction
in California to keep him from reach-
ing the convention city in time to use
his influence in electing Walter E. Dorn
of San Francisco supreme prelate of
the order.
