Bullet Enters Back of Head
After Crossing Thorn

Boys Find Unconscious Victim
and Nimrods Disappear With*

out Being Identified

OAKLAND, Aug. 20.—Two young
hunters are blamed for the death of

ajj unidentified, well dressed man. who
was shot in the back of the head with
a rifle this afternoon near the Thorn
Hil! road back of Piedmont, and who
died on the hillside before surgical
aid could reach him.

All that the police have so far to
identify the man Is the name of a
woman, Edna Elliott, 789 Howard
street, San Francisco, which was writ-
ten on a scrap of paper in the victim's
pocket.

The victim was found by several Oak-
land boys, who heard a rifle shot a
few minutes before they came upon the
unconscious man. From the straight-
forward tale of the boys and from in-
formation gathered by Deputy Sheriff
David Jones the police are practically
certain that the shot was fired by two
hunters who had been In the vicinity

a few minutes earlier.
The police are convinced that the

hunters shot directly across the Thorn
Hill road, which is traveled by hun-
dreds of automobiles, buggies and pe-
destrians.

The boys who found the wounded
victim were: Leslie Phillips, 1561
Chestnut street: his cousin, George

Phillips, 1570 Filbert street; John Grif-
fin, 1564 Chestnut street; Louis and
George Yost, 1570 Chestnut street, and
Alfred Anderson, 1454 Adeline street.

Too young to realize that the man
was near death, the boys tried to
rouse him. They say that they appealed
in vain to numerous persons In auto-
mobiles for aid. Finally Dr. R. «H.
Carter of 5Ki2 Telegraph avenue, who
was automobiiing with his wife, went
to the side of the road to help the

wounded man. But it was too late,

for he was dying. Th» hunters had
disappeared.

The dead man was anoi:t 30 years
old, 5 feet 7 inches tall, weighing per-
haps 157 pounds. He wore a black
derby hat and a blue sergre suit. In
\u2666he hat band were the initials "I* A.
C. " The man had no jewels. ;nd only

5 cents in his pockets. He wore a
pair of new shoes and carried an old
pair in his hand.

BE TAUGHT GIRLS

New Course Promises to Be
