The draft of a new constitition to
govern grand and local aeries, includ-
ing state aeries, -has -been submitted
by Jesse R. Shafer, state president for
California. It was revised and amend-
ed at the state meeting in Stockton last
week and will receive the support of
many western delegates.

It provides for the establishment of
a supreme aerie, in place of the grand
aerie, which shall have power to cre-
ate subordinate aeries within its dis-
cretion. The name “grand aerle” shall
be given te the state departments, which
the constitution recommends shall be
formed. The constitution will receive
the attention of the convention and
may be substituted in place of the other
plans for _state automomy.

HOT FIGHT FOR PRESIDENCY

the political aspirations of Frank E.
Hering of Indiana. Hering is 4 past
president angd it is the first time in the
history of the order that a man has
sought the office for the second time.
