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NYE REPLIES TO

UNIVERSIT YHEAD
State Controller Says President

Wheeler Is Mistaken Re*

garding Tax Law

Revenue From State More Than
Last Year and Amount

Steadily Increasing

SACRAMENTO, Aug. 24.—State Con-

troller A. B. Nye takes exception to

the statements made by President Ben-
jamin Ide Wheeler of the University

of California a few days ago to the

effect that the university was bank-
rupt as a result of the working of the
new tax system, that faculty vacancies
could not be filled or needed improve-

ments maJe, and that private financial

aid was needed more than ever before.
Controller Xye says that President

Wheeler apparently has confused two

distinct constitutional amendments in
making his attack on the new tax sys-
tem; that the new mortgage tax law
means a loss of not more than $29,300
a year to the university, and not $40,-
--'"'00, as President Wheeler quoted; that

fT% nder the now system of taxation the
university is receiving " Per cent more
than it did last year, and that this in-
crease compounded will he granted
every year, so that in four years the
university will receive from the state
|951,C79.15, an increase of more than
$220,000, or 31 per cent more than last
year.

In conclusion Nye shows by compari-
son with other universities that Cali-
fornia supports its university as well
as any state, and far better than most,
ar»d when it comes to endowment funds
California, he says, is far and away
tiie richest of the state universities.
