BERKELEY, Aug. 28.—8i1l King, the
big 220 pounder who played substitute
on la6t year's varsity, has settled all j
his difficulties with the registration re- i
quirements and will be out in a suit |
with the rest of the varsity men next
Monday afternoon. King will be given
a trial in the place left vacant by the
absence of "Midge ' Jordan, lock on the
team last year.

Nothing has been heard of Dolan, the
University of Nevada star, who was in-
eligible last year, but who intended to
try out for the team this year. If
Dolan does not register by the end of
the week he will not be able to enroll
in any courses on account of late reg-
istration.

The opening of football practice at

Berkeley yesterday afternoon was the
signal for a large crowd of interested
students to fill the bleachers and watch
the preliminary actions of the new
baby class. More than 100 freshmen
were in suits and the work clone by

them clearly showed that the majority

of those on the field had played rugby

previously at some high scTiool.
For a first attempt, yesterday's ef-

forts were far in advance of any other
year, and the men on the field re-

quired very little coaching in the
minor details of the game, and on be-
ing called on by the coaches to go
through the various formations, they

were able to do so without being shown,
as has been customary in past years.
This state of affairs goes to show the
way in which the game is spreading

and the .knowledge being obtained by

the high school men before coming to
college.

Coach Schaeffer and Assistant Coach

Christie gave the squad a few words of
advice before the work began and the
men were then divided off into squads.
The backs were segregated from the
forwards and sent to one end of th&
field while the forwards went through
their paces at the other end. The var-
sity squad was not out .yesterday, but
a number of the varsity men in suits
assisted in coaching the new comers.
The varsity men in charge of squads
were Pauly, Watts, Captain Elliott.
Swartz. J. Wtroud. Evans, Allen, Dwig-
gins and Markwart. A back field man
took the freshman backs of the squad
In hand and a forward varsity man in-
structed the forward recruits in scrum
formation.

Schaeffer kept a close eye on the
doings of the various squads and put In
some time with each squad himself.

The bleachers were crowded and the
newly elected yell leader. John Qulnn.
added color to the occasions by get-
ting off a number of the college yells
and songs. Regular bleacher practice
will be held three times a week start-
ing tomorrow, when try out* will be
held for assistant yell leaders.

squad. Graduate Manager Farmer has
received so many requests for coaches
for the high \u25a0chools that he hit on the
idna of inviting a representatlv« from
any high school to go out with the
freshman squad and learn what they
could in that manner and in turn im-
part their knowledge to the school
squad. Yesterday Alameda. Mission,
Lowell. Berkeley, Cogswell and other
schools were represented. These rugby
students will be made welcome at Cal-
ifornia during the rest of the week and
in this manner are expected to be able
to grasp many of the finer points of
the game.

Princeton Adds Swim-
ming to Curriculum

PRINCETON, N. J.. Aug. 28.—A. new
system of physical culture to be in-
troduced at Princeton this fall~~ will
require every student in the univer-
sity to pass various physical require-
ments, including ability to swim and
give "first aid in drowning or be
dropped from the roster.

The tests, which will be Just as rig-
orous as those required at Annapolis
and West Point, are the recommenda-
tion of the new head of the physical
department. Dr. Joseph H. Raycroft.
formerly of the University of Chicago.
The principle on which he is proceed-
ing is that a student who is defective
physically may suffer from the strain
of "mental effort.

Every student will be examined andi
a special course ordered for him In
the gymnasium, according: to the needs
and capabilities of his constitution.
He must pursue this course or depart.
