To Aid Homes

Demand Based——,-on Their Re-

sponsibility to Rule
' Homes

)

It is not alone the business woman
and wage earner to whom the ballot is
of vital importance, but the home
woman—the wife and mother of a fam-
ily. 1If one is to assume the responsi-
bility of bearing and rearing children,
one naturally wants to know that the
hest possible conditions will surround
those children. That the water supply
is good, that the building Inspector is
carefuls and alert for defects of con-
struction; that the proper amount of
air and light finds its way into every
room of the house or flat; that the milk
inspector is appointed to inspect milk,
and not alone to draw his salary, and
work at odd times for the continuation
of the party in power; that the street
cleaning department attends strictly to
its duties.

In fact, there is nothin’g going on for
the welfare of the city and state that
does not interest and concern the intel-
ligent mother of a family. Who could
be more interésted than she is in poli-
tics? Is she not sacrificing her time
and energy that her chlidren may be
reared properly, and conditions sur-
rounding them as good as it is possi-
ble to have?

INTEREST OF MOTHERS

Every mother should—and a great
many of them do—want g voice in the
government and the selection of its
officials, municipal, state and national.
It is to her interest to help choose a
g0od mayor to administer municipal
affairs, for it is the mayor in many
cities (here, for instance) who chooses
the members of the school board, and
these in turn make the rules and regu-
lations under which her children shall
be educated. It is the mayor who ap-
points the chief of police, who in turn
appoints his aids who are supposéd to
guard the morals of the young, to
watch over the safety of the city, and
see that its ordinances are not disre-
garded and defied.

Every mother is interested in how
the city is run, and who runs it, and in
every city ordinance on the city books.
Everything in thé running of a city is
of importance to the mother of a fam-
ily, from the rules and regulations re-
garding the removal of garbage and
measures for health to the character
of the mayor, who.is supposed to su-
pervise the whole.

NEED FOR DEMAND STRANGE

She i{s equally interested in the state
laws and the men who shall make
them; for she is doubly affected by
every law that goes upon the statute
books of the state; first because they
affect her, she must obey them, and.
live by them; and secondly because she’
is rearing and training the rising gen-
eration, who are to abide by the laws
of the state and Hve under the condi-
tions made by thém, be they good or
bad. ’

She is interested in who shall rule
the nation, not only because . these
things" are in thémselves interesting,
but because the national lawmakers
make the laws that afféct immigration,
pure food, the clothes that the family
wears, and the countless things that It
uses.

She is Interested in national questions
because she is interésted in whether
theré shall be ‘war or peace; because,
though she cannot bear. the arms, as
Colonel Irish seems to think she should,
she bears the soldiers who bear the
arms; she profits by’ the peace of a
country, and ‘she suffers by its impov-
erishment or devastation. -
