It is a little early to predict the
winner of the great intercollegiate

Comparisons in scores made by the
universities against the same opponents
are not ailways a good basis to work on
to get at the relative strength of the
two varsity teams. This has been done
by the fans in the past years with so
little success that the average follower
of the two university teams is at a
loss to know how to get a definite line
on the ability of the opposing teams.

EXPORTS OF AUTOS
SHOW BIG GAIN

Government Figur‘es Give Ildea
of Growth of Industry;
Notes for Motorists

By LEON J. PINKSON

Some mighty interesting figures re-
garding the growth of the automobile
industry in America have just been
made public.by the bureau of statistics,
department of commerce and labor.
The government figures deal only with
the export branch of the business, and
the experts estimate that the total
value of the business in this depart-
ment will easily reach $20,000. This
takes in parts as well as the finished
machines, The figures for the first
seven menths of the year for which
export statistics are available show
that $9,000,000 worth of automobiles,
$2,000,000 wortly of parts, an.d $1,500,000
worth of tires had been sent out of
the country. Should thé exports con-
tinue at this clip, the $20,000,000 esti-
mate for the year will be easily real-
ized. The figures do not include the
exports to Porto Rico, Hawaii and
and Alaska, which during the last fis-
cal year totaled $1,500,000.

After giving the above totals, the re-
port in part is as follows:

“The increase in the exportation of
this article of American manufacture
has been almost as rapid as the growth
in their use in the United States. The
total value of automobiles and parts
thereof exported in 1901, only a decade
ago, was less than $1,000,000; in 1502
it passed the $1,000,000 line. in 1903 it
was more than $1,500.000; in 1905,
$2,500,000; in 1906, $4,500,000; in 1907,
$5,750,000; in 1909, $7,750,000; in 1910,
$13,000,000; and in 1911 seems Illkely
to be, for automobiles alone, about
$14,000,000; for parts thereof, except
tires, about $3,500,000; and for tires,
about $2,500,000, These figures are all
for calendar years.

“Even this increase in values does
not fully represent the increase in the

number of machines exported, since
the export price has falien in the
meantime. The average export price

of automobiles exported in 1908 was,
An round terms, $2.000; in 1909, $1,500,
in 1910, a little over $1,300; and in the
seven months of the year 1911, ‘for
which figures are now available, a lit-
tle over $1,000 each, the export price
having thus fallen practically one-half
since 1908, these figures of average ex-
‘port prices being obtained by dividing
the stated number of automobiles ex-
ported into the stated value thereof, for
each of the years in guestion.

“Canada is by far the largest market
for automobiles exported from the
United States. Of the practically 9,000
machines exported in the seven months
ending with July, 3,724 went to Can-
ada; 1,875 to the United Kingdom; 938
to British Oceania (chiefly Australia
end New Zealand); 477 to Asia and
Oceania other than British; 444 to
South America; 273 to France; 175 to
West Indies and Bermuda; 147 to Mexi-
co; 137 to Italy; and 73 to Germany..
These figures Jo not include the ship-
ments to noncontiguous territory of
the Umited States, the number sent to
Hawaii in the seven months in ques-
tion being 202; to Porto Rico, 154; and
