Dr. George C. Pardee, representing
the Qakland chamber of commerce,
stated that his organization was in
favor of securing all that could .be ob-
tained In the way of congressional
concessions and would heartily support
whatever might be done to that end.
H. Z. Osborn, vice president of the
chamber of commerce of Los An-
geles, voiced the same sentiments, al-
though he declared that he was with-
out power to act without submitting
the resuylt of the meeting to his asso-
clates.

Congressman E. A, Hayes confirmed
the statements made by Congressman
Knowland regarding the difficulties to
be encountered In congress and recom-
mended that some means must be
found to enlist the Interests of the
southern seaports, such as Charleston,
Jacksonville and Mobile,

“New Orleans, of course, will be with
us,” he said, “but it is our experience
that the vote of the south has always
been just sufficient to defeat us when-
ever we have encountered it, and un-
less we can reach the chambers of com-
merce and the commercial interests of
that section as well as the New Eng-
land and Atlantic states we shall be
apt to have our efforts for nothing.”

Senator George C. Perkins was then
called upon by the chair and corrobor-
ated these views.

“Public opinion must be shaped,” he
declared. “We are your servants and
will do eur uimost for the cause. The
zenate could be induced to pass a re-
bate of 50 per cent for coastwise ves-
=els, at least, but the main thing is to
secure the aspistance of the president,
who hag always bsen in faveor of the
Pacific coast interests, and it is for that
reason that I have refrained from ac-
companying the congressional delega-
tion which goes to the isthmus next
month.”

On moticn of Teal, seconded by W. R.
Wheeler, manager of the traffic bureau
of the Merchants' Exchange, the fol-
lowing resolutions weres adopted:

favor of E. 8. Wangenheim of Newman.
A new board of directors was chosen.

The retirement of Clay was a sur-
prise to him. It followed a long sessiom
of the stockholders and the election of

the new directorate. The directors
voted 3 to 2 for the Newman repre-
sentative.

CLAY APPLAUDED

After President I. Harrison Clay had
told of the plans to reh . hilitate the
company following the *operations ef
the promoters, J. O. Galloway and T. S.
McQueen, he was greeted with much ap-
plause and elected to the board of direc-
tors.

The stock holders expressed their
confidence in Clay ,and told him to go
ahead and do what was best to put the
company in operation. Then, when the
new directors met at the offices of the
company in the First National Bank
building, they proceeded to oust Clay
fro mthe presidency and instal E. S
Wangenheim of Newman. It took only
five minutes to relegate him to the vice
presidency, which he accepted with re-
luctance, and to put Wangenheim at
the head of the company.

The directors appointed were E. 8.
Wangenheim, Newman; C. H. Wente,
president First National bank of Liver-
mere; W. T. Veiteh, Oakland: Dr. C. L.

| Tisdale, Alameda, and I. H. Clay, Oak-

land.

Deoctor Tisdale told of the goed work
done by Clay and nominated him for re-
election. Wente progosed Wangenheim.

The meeting of the stockholders at
Lincoln hall was a stormy one. The
high finance methods of the awe pro-
moters had made some of the invest-
ors afraid and they expressed their
willingness to Jissolve the company
and get their momey back. J. R. Gould,
holding proxies for a number of coun-
try stockholders, made a motion that
the company be disselved and the
money refunded. R. M. Fitzgerald
made a eounter proposal that the fu-
ture of the company be left in the
hands of the new beard of directors to
decide and this motion was carried.

TIME EXTENSION SOUGHT

At the first meeting of the new board
it was declded to ask for an extemsion
of time until the end of the year in
which to sell the balance of stock,!
$300,600, which it is necessary to deo
before the company can secure a M-
cense to de business in the state.
President Clay intimated that two San
Franecisco capitalists were willing to
take up the balance,

A number of the outside stockhold-
ers wanted to know how the promoters
were pald such large commissions for
the sale of the stock and President
Clay was kept busy answering ques-
tions.

The troubles of the Vulean Fire In-
surance company began early in Au-
gust, when Promoters McQueen and
Galloway traded $300,000 worth of the
company's stock for a like amount in
the stock of the Uils and Metals Bank
and Trust company of Los Angeles.
This was done in order that the entire
capital of the company could be pald
up and a license secured, but shortly
after the deal had been consummated
State Bank Superintendent Willlams
and Insurance Commissioner Ceooper
became cognizant of the deal and in-
formed both parties that the state law
did not permit of an insurance com-
pany holding bank stock or anything
else than cash until it had ebtained a
license. No charge of misdealing was
placed against the promoters. They
claimed ignorance of the law.

When the Oils and Metals bank of-
ficlals were informed of the law on the
subject, they sent back the majority
of the Valean stock, but retained
$90,000 worth of it. Galloway and Mec-
Queen subsequently bought up this
stock and returned it teo the Vulcan
company, but inasmuch as the Oils and
Metals bank, which went into liquida-
tion following the deal, is paying only
50 cents on the dollar to stockholders,
McQueen and Galloway lose $45,000 on
the deal, they assert.

According to the statements of the
promoters, which were verified by of-
ficials of the compan, the promoters
lost a large sum of money as the result
of their efforts to organize the com-
pany.

They got 20 per cent of all the stock
sold, and when the last $300,000 of the
$1,000,000 capital was trated to the
Oils and Metals bank they drew the
balance of the $250,000 that was due.
Out of this sum they claim they spent
$150,000 on commissions to sales agents
and office expenses and then invested
$147,000 in stock of the company.
COMPANY OUT $47,000

The treasurer's statement at the
meeting today shewed that the com-
pany was only ‘out §47,000 as the result
of the sale of the §300,000 worth of
stock to the Oils and Metals bank,
which had to be returned after com-
missions had been paid the promoters
on the sale. The company now holds
this stock, and if Clay can dispose of it
without commission, as he claims he is
able to do, no money will have bheen
lost outside of the necessary running
éxpenses of the company. F
SUIT FILED

Suit against the Vulean Fire Insur-
ance company to compel the preturn of
five promissory notes for $5,000 each,
totaling $25,000, fas filed by Attorneys
Denson, Cooley & Denson of San Fran-
cisco on behalf of Willlam Loftus, The
complaint alleged that Loftus gave
notes Aygust 22 of this year, but has
had not consideration for them, and he
sued to prevent thelr negotiation to in-
nocent parties. The sult is over a deal
in the insurance company's stock.

SOUSA MASTERFUL
AND VERSATILE

March Maker Leaps From Sub-
lime to Ridiculous With
Poise and Unconcern

Band Leader Plays Cheapest Air
as Though It Had Heart
of Gold ;

Sousa's specialties yesterday after-
noon were a fime Teutonic reading of
Wagner's “Siegfried Fantasia,” “Wait-
ing at the Church,” LitoIf”s bloody
“Robespierre” overture, “Bride Elect”
march, Berliog’ rhythmic Rakoeczy

mareh and “Stars and Stripes Forever.”
No other director leaps from heights
to depths with the security of Sousa.
Some persons, I am told, are offended
when he plays “Has Anybody Here Seen
Kelly?" right after Sullivan's “The
Golden Legend,” or “Watting at the
Church” after a burst of Wagner's
tone opulence. I regard that persen
with suspicion, and am convinced that
he likes “Waiting at the Church” bet-
ter than he wants to.

The fact is that Sousa does all kinds
of music well and plays the cheapest
as though its rags covered a heart of
gold. Whatever he playa he plays for
all its possibilities, and his audiences
realizing dimly that there is a genius
in charge, listens, belleves, marvels
and applauds,

SOUSA MASTER INTERPRETER

Yesterday Sousa played his humor-
esque “Waiting at the Church™ and did
some erudite stunts with it that would
have bothered any composer less ceon-
summate a master of instrumentation.
He welded the English music hall song
with Gounod's “Fuperal March of a
Marionette” and made a masterpiece of
contrapuntal, clear pumor of the twe
tunes.

His direction of the Wagner music
was without posing, but with poise.
Wagner himself, I think, would have
been nearly as pleased with the inter-
pretation of thf, Siegfried forest musie,
the fire music ‘'and the Rheingold me-
tive, as though he had waved the baton
himself. Wagner in certain moods
lends himself to brass with facility.
The Slegfried fantasie is an example. ;

Of much musical interest was Sousa's
suite, "Looking Upward,™ with Iits
versified explanation, whieh was, after
all, not needed. The music explained
itself. First there was a “jingle bells"
number with a }lvely, but muted, mel.
ody. The secomd movement of the
suite was an orlental intermezzo, so to
say, “Under the Seuthern Cross.” Here
the French horns of the band distin-
guished themselves. The oboe, over a
tremulous clarinet aceompaniment was
a dulcet serenade. ‘' The “¢'" movement
of the suite was all about a soidler
boy, and in it Seusa mingled good
business with good art. He gave the
drummer boys of the band the stage,
and they executed a crescende and de-
crescendo that began and ended as
lightly as a marble dancing on a drum
head, but found a ciimax in deafening
dynamics in the middle.

DANCE MUSIC PLEASES

Edward German’s dance music of the
days of Henry VIII was characteristic
and Celtic. Berlioz' “Rakoczy” march
called out the last talent in the talented
band, and closed the program in a
triumph of tons.
