The measurements were
made by the officlal measurers of the
meet under the direction of Frank
Boek, clerk of the course, and Secre-
tary H. Hauser of the P. A. A, and
verified by these officials as well as R.
H. Dodd of the committee in charge.
There was no possible chance of a
mistake in the measurement and a clalm
will immediately be made to the A. A.
U. of America to have the figures re-
corded as the new American record.

Besides winning the javelin throw,
Snedigar showed his versatility by tak-
ing second in the 16 pound shot, second
in the 56 pound weight, second in the
discus andp second in the broad jump.
In the broad jump he was unfortunate
to twist his ankle, which materially in-
terfered with his—final chances of win-
ning  this event. .
