Motorists in San Francisco and down

According to these plans the main
highways will be the ocean boulevard,
which will travel along the pictures-
que cliffs on the ocean side of the
county down to the Santa Cruz line;
the the bay shore boulevard and the
E1 Camino real, the route suggested
for the new state highway Iin San
Mateo county.

Discussing the proposed bond issue
yvesterday, Phil T. Prather, manager
of the local Don Lee Cudillac branch,
said: *The action of the San Mateo
supervisors in deciding to allow the
people to vote on a $3,000,000 bond is-
sue for the construction of splendid
highways is without doubt one of the
best acts that they could do for the
advancement of their county and it is
now up to the voters to work hard
and carry thé bonds.

“Good roads today are the best ad-
vertising medium a county can have.
They attract the motorists from all
parts of the country and the automo-
bile enthusiast spreads the news
broadcast that the county has fine
roads for touring and, incidentally,
tells of the scenic spots to visit. This
sort of boosting naturally brings the
section into prominence and results in
the upbuilding of the region and the
increasing of local business.

“San Mateo is full of delightful
scenery but the difficulty today is the
bad roads in many of the most beauti-
ful sections.
