Questions to Veniremen Indicate That. State
Seeks Death Penalty; 12 Men in Box

[Special Dispatch to The Calll

STOCKTON, Oct. 25.—At the close of
the second day in the Axtell murder
trial, ten jurors had been passed tenta-
tively by both the defemse and the
prosecution and two by the defense. In
the box were the following:

Parton C. Foreman, French Camp;
Julius Cohn, merchant, Stockton: M. J.
Drais, farmer, Farmington; A. B. Miner,
merchant, Stockton; Stark B. Smith,
farmer, Stockton; Johmn King, carpent-
er, Stockton; J. W. Webb, merchant,
Stockton; H. A. D. Petzinger, farmer;
C. W. Bickford, concrete contractor,
Stockton; Patrick Lymnch, farmer; G. C.
Burton, Stockton; M. Markheim, jewel-
er, Stockton.

Burton and Markheim are the two
jurors passed for cause by the defense
and whom the prosecution will examine
first tomorrow morning.

That the prosecution will ask for a
verdict of murder in the first degree
was evident late this afternoon when
District Attorney E. P. Foltz took up
the examination of the jurors. J. A.
Henning, whose brother is justice of
the peace In Lodi, was the first juror
questioned, and promptly declared that
he would be opposed to inflicting the
death penalty. He was excused.

DRAIS NOT OPPOSED

“Are vou opposed to capital punish-
ment, Mr. Drais?” asked the district at-
torney. Drais shook his head.

“What's the answer? *“No,”
phatically declared.

Stark B. Smith had no scruples
against capital punishment. All the
other jurors were asked the same ques-
tion over objection by Attorney Ashley.
The entire ten declared they were not
opposed to the death penalty when the
evidence warranted it

District Attorney Foltz made it a
point to inquire of each juror whether
the fact that Axtell was a member of
fraternal orders to which they might
likewise belong would have any bear-
ings on their decision should they be
selected as jurors. All declared that it
would not.

Attorney Ashley also took occasion to
ask the same question.

Of the panel of 75 trial jurors drawn
for the case about 40 remain uncalled.
It is likely that a special venire will
be ordered. Tomorrow the defense, in
all likelthood, will exercise its right
of peremptory challenge. Twenty chal-
lenges are allowed the defendant.
WIFE SEEMS WORRIED

Mrs. Axtell appears to be more bur-
dened with the ordeal than her hus-
band. She remains with him every
minute of the trial, and now and then
chats with him for a few moments. He
seldom speaks, nodding his head as she
talks.

Some of Axtell's friends spoke to
him today and he, in his characteristie
style, courteously arose from his seat
and shook hands with them. He is very
particular about his dress and very

he: em-*

courteous toward those whom he meets.
Although dresséd entirely in black, he
looks as if he had stepped out of a
bandbox.

Axtell's eyes were seldom raised from

the floor all day long. Instead of
scrutinizing the jurors as he did yes-
terday, his gaze remained downcast.

Seven trial jurors were examined
during the forenoon today and three
were passed for cause. Herman Tesch,
the blacksmith passed yesterday, was
excused today upon suggestion of the
court and with consent of both sides,
as he is in poor health.

LE DOUX CASE INTRUDES

There is an {interesting feature in
connection with this case and the Em-
ma le Doux murder trial. Julius Cohn,
a Stockton fruit dealer, and one of the
jurors tentatively passed over the chal-
lenge of the defense, was a member of
the Le Doux jury that sentenced her to
hang for the murder of Albert N. Mc-
Vicar.

Many of the attorneys and court offi-
cials who were prominent in the Le
Doux trial are connected with the Ax-
tell case. 'W. B. Nutter, who is asso-
ciated with the prosecution, was judge
of the superior court in which the Le
Doux case was tried. He pregided
throughout the trial C. W. Norton,
who is presiding in the Axtell case,
was district attorney d@Quring the Le
Doux affair and conducted the prosecu-
tion. George F. McNoble, one of Ax-
tell’'s counsel, assisted Norton as as-
sistant district attorney. Deputy Sher-
iff Cassidy had charge of the Le Doux
jury and is the bailiff in Norton's
court.

Stark B. Smith proved one of the
most interesting veniremen yet called.

“I have no doubt Axtell committed
the crime,” he said. “I would expect
the defense to give strong reasons for
his act. If he made no excuse for his
act and, knowing he had committed it,
I would have to vote to convict. The
fact that he is under arrest and was
seen to commit the act is evidence
enough to warrant my present opinion.
There may be very extreme cases
where a man has a right to kill an-
other. I have an opinion that he killed
the man, and I would have to be shown
why he did it. I am not prejudiced or
biased, but 1 can’t shake the opinion
that he committed the act. Of course,
I would give consideration to evidence
proving that he didn’t. I would obey
the instructions of the court.”

The juror was challenged, but the
court disallowed the challenge.

John W. Moore was called out and,
to the surprise of the attorneys, stated
that he was a witness to the automo-
bile accident in which the Lodil school
teachers—Miss Johnson and Miss Me-
Kinley—figured and from which the
shooting is belleved by some to have
developed. He was excused.

SUPREME GOURT
"HEARS COAL CASES

Attorney for Alaska Claimants
Urges Justices Not to Heed
Magazine Attacks

WASHINGTON, Oct. 25.—In leaving
with the federal supreme court today
the question of the validity of the in-
dictment of Charles F. Munday and
Arclile W. Shiels on a charge of con-
spiracy with others to defraud the
government of vast areas_of rich coal
lands in Alaska, E. C. Hughes, counsel
for the defendants, pleaded with the
court to consider the question without

prejudice. He said the question of
validity depended upon the construc-
tion of the Alaska coal land laws as to
whether a person or association could
make more than one entry. .

The attorney told the court that
probably unconsciously its members
would regard the defendants with sus-
picion because so much abuse had been
heaped upon the Alaska coal land laws
by magazines and newspapers.

The statement that “all Alaska
awalts the decision of this case for a
construction of its coal land laws and
many other indictments hinge on the
outcome,” induced the court to give

extended ‘time to the case.

Solicitor General Lehmann for the
government declared that the United
States circuit court for western Wash-
ington had erred plainly in interpret-
ing the Alaska coal land laws and in
quashing the indictments agalnst Mun-
day and Shiels. He argued that it was
obviously erroneous to hold that a|
person was still “qualified” to make
entries of coal land after congress had
“disqualified” such a person.

That universal peace was still a
dream and that an adequate navy was
the best guarantee against war was
the gist of a speech dellvered by Ad-
miral C. B. T. Moore, U. 8 N, in re-
sponding to the itout “Our Country,”
at the banquet of Phelps squadron No.
12, United States Veteran Navy, held
at a Bush street restaurant last night.

Moore is of the opinion that the
millenium is not right on top of us
yvet, notwithstanding the rosy visions
of some distinguished peace propa-
gandists. The admiral said in part:

The essential difference between
the navy man and the peace agi-
tator, not the peace advocate—
there is no conflict between the
true peace advocate and the navy
man—is that the navy man belleves
that an eflicient navy 1Is, under
present conditions, the safest
guarantee of peace, while the peace
agitator tries to make himself be-
lieve that being Irepa.red to de-
fend our rights and our coasts is of
itself a temptation to war.

If the American people do not
want a navy they have a right to
say so, and the navy must submit,
but if we are to have a navy at
all, we navy men believe that it
should be efficient in all respects
and adequate to the demands like-
ly to be made upon it.

STAR WITNESS IN
LYMAN CASE DIES

Prisoner Will Go Free, Declares
Attorney, Who Says Charge
Can't Be Proved

That Dr. J. Grant Lyman will soon
be a free man is ‘the opinion of his
counsel, Carroll Cook, by reason of
the death of the principal witness of
the government against the prisoner.
Doctor Lyman is charged with using
the mails in Los Angeles to defraud,
and is under indictment here for con-
spiring to escape from custody.

The witness was L. R. Smith, secre-
tary of the Panama Development com-
pany, who died orn a steamer bound
from Panama to this state September
24, the same day that Lyman made his
dramatic escape from Providence hos-
pital, Oakland. f

According to the record in the case
thus far, Smith signed and mailed the
letter exploiting the Panama Develop-
ment company. This leter i{s used as
the basis of the charge of swindling
brdught against Lyman in the south.
Acoerding to Coolk, without the testi-
meay of Smith that Lyman caused him
to write and mail the letter a convic-
tion’ will be impossible,

At the hearing this morning Com-
missioner Brown will decide whether
Lyman is to be committed on the fraud
charge. If he decides to commit, ap-
plication will be made to Judge
DeHaven in the district court for an
order of removal to Los Angeles.

Cook thinks that the absence of
Smith's testimony wlill lead to a Jis-
missal of the fraud charge. There
will remain the conspiracy charge, but
it is held that as it is no crime under
the federal statute for a prisoner to
escape it is no crime for him to at-
tempt to do so.
