ACTRESS WARNS GIRLS TO
BEWARE OF ORIENTALS

Ola Humphrey Finds Egyptian
Prince Despotic

LONDON, Nov. 6.—Princess Ibraham
Hassan, who formerly was Ola Hum-
phrey, an American actress and who

is suing her Egyptian husband for di-
vorce after six months of married -life,

has come to the conclusion that it
will never do for an American girl to

be married to an oriental. Although
ideal as a wooer, she found the prince
turned domineering after marriage,
treating her as a chattel and finally
knocking her down when she disobeyed
his commands.

"He expected me to be at his call,"
she said in her warning to American
young: women, "and to efface myself

whenever hrfc didn't want me. He told
me on many occasions that hIS" com-
mands were to be obeyed and that I
must study his tastes and subordinate
myself to his will.
