Veteran Athletic First Sacker
Promises to Make Great
M anager for Cleveland

Harry H. Davis, manager of the
Cleveland Baseball club for the sea-
son of 1912, and known for the last
few years as Connie Mack's right hand
man, was born In Philadelphia 38
years ago. Educated at Girard college,
he caught for his varsity team. Later

he caught for amateur clubs in Phila-
delphia, and then joined the profes-
sional ranks, becoming a member of
the Providence team. That was In
1894, when he was 21 years of age.
He failled to make good at first and
was shipped to Pawtucket, being re-
called a year later and then sold to
the New York Gilants. New York
could not use him and passed him
along to Pittsburg, where Connie Mack
was manager. He falled to make good
under Connie also, and the latter sent
him to Milwaukee. He finished the
season of 1900 with his first love,
Providence, and the following spring
decided to quit the game for good.

In fact, he was engaged in other
business when Connie Mack and Ben
Shibe, with the aid of Charley Somers,
put an American league club in Phila-
delphia. Connie tried out several men
at first base, but none of them would
suit, and finally Mack fairly begged
Davis to join him. Harry, however,
refused until his employer assured him
he could have his job back if he falled
to make good. But Harry never had to
worry about that job again, as until
vesterday he remained a member of the
Athletics, playing first base all that
time and being captain of the club for
the last six seasons.
