POLITICAL SPOILS
GOING, COOK'S FEAR

County Clerk Views With
Alarm Bill Creating Regis-

trar of Voters

OAKLAND, Nov. —Consternation
spread through County Clerk J. P.
Cook's office today when news came
from Sacramento of the introduction of
a bill to create the office of registrar of
voters. Cook, under the present county
government act, is registrar of voters,

and the prospect of being relieved of
the registration is not agreeable to him.

Cook now has power to appoint 10
clerks for six months. 10 for two
months and 10 for one month to take
care of registration. The salary roll is
$9,000. From this standpoint the regis-

tration duties have redeeming features
because of the political power the ap-
pointments give him. Cook Is already

in straits in his attempts to pay off his
obligations because of the refusal of the
board of supervisors to allow him 11
additional clerks for the amendment
election.

Disadvantages of the new law sug-
gested themselves instantly to Chief
Deputy County Clerk. A. E. Johnstone
today. Johnstone said that the present
system is far more economical. He said
that, even with the enlarged force
needed to care for the Increase in regis-
tration due to the suffrage amendment,
$13,000 in Cook's hands would amply
provide for all exigencies. ,Against this
sum he set $19,500 as his estimated cost
under a separate office. He also pointed
Out that Cook generally sets the larger
part of his regular staff at work on
registration during rush periods and
that the new registrar would not have
this force to fall back on in times of
emergency.

Considerable, money was cleared at
the entertainment given for the strik-
ers a week ago, but \ not sufficient to
meet the needs of the men, many of
whom belong to no beneficiary order.
The West Oakland division has under-
taken to supply each of the 300 strik-
ing shopmen with $6 a week.

There Is a movement on foot to es-
tablish an employment bureau at the
headquarters of the strikers at Eighth
and. Pine streets. If this is successful
the men In need can secure temporary
employment.

CANAL BILL BRAWN
UP BY KNOWLAND

Congressman's Measure Would

Place Curb xon Railroad
Controlled Ships

OAKLAND, Nov. 28.—Congressman

Joseph R. Knowland, accompanied by

his wife and two sons, left for Wash-

ington tonight to attend the session of

congress which opens next Monday

morning. Knowland will stop off at

Los Angeles to deliver a lecture on the

Panama canal. \u0084,

While in Washington Knowland will

act as the representative of the Oak-
land Chamber of Commerce in the Na-
tional Rivers and Harbors congress.

Knowland announced before leaving

tonight that he had prepared a bill
which he will introduce at the coming
congressional session aiming to prevent
control of the Panama canal by the
railroad Interests. The proposed meas-
ure provides free tolls for American
ships engaged In the coastwise trade
and the highest rates to ships directly

or indirectly controlled by the rail-
roads. y
TERMS OF BILL

In discussing his bill, Knowland said:
"Itprovides that all toll charges shall

be based on .registered tonnage, dis-
placement tonnage or cargo tonnage,

and shall not exceed, when based on
registered tonnage, $1.50 a net* ton.
American measurement, nor be less
than 50 cents a ton.

"The United States shall have the
right to pass its own vessels, troops,
materials, merchandise and supplies,
and any vessel-^engaged in the coast-
wise trade of the United States without
the payment of any toll charge.

"My bill also provides that in fixing
the charges for the "use of the canal
the president may prescribe that any
vessel engaged In the coastwise trade
of the United States, which Is owned in
whole or in part by "any railroad com-
pany, or is owned by any company, the
stock of which Is owned in whole or in
part by any railroad company, or which
is controlled by any railroad company,
shall pay the highest charges pre-
scribed for any vessel.

"Unless we insist that the railroads
can not control the vessels which are
to engage In competition with the
transcontinental railroad lines then
there will be absolutely no reduction of
rates by the water route, and one of
the principal reasons for the canal will
amount to nothing. I have consulted
all the "big. Independent shipping and
commercial interests and commercial
organizations- of the coast and have
endeavored-to embody in the bill which

II will present to congress all The fea-
turesthat will work the most good to
the greatest number." 7,

I WILL GO TO r.\V\MA

Knowland, after a week in Washing-

j ton, will leave with the Interstate end
foreign commerce, commission, of which
he is a member, for Panama, where the
commission will make a survey of the

* work done.
In discussing other prospective legis-

lation. Knowland said:
... If there is a general public building
bill I shall make a" fight on behalf of an
appropriation for the enlargement of
the Oakland postofiice. The facilities
of the present building are not ade-
quate.

"I shall also make every effort" to
rush the Oakland water front project
and complete the canal, 500 feet wide
and CO feet deep from deep water to
the tidal basin, 300 feet wide end 15
feet deep around the basin and IS feet
deep through the tidal canal."
