While the appointment of Wolverton
has not been announced officially by

.-. . Owner Farrell of the Yankees, it was
.. learned from two different sources of

unquestionable reliability that "Dopes"
as he used to be called, practically has. been signed to succeed Hal Chase and
that only a few minor formalities re-
main to be attended to before the
agreement whereby Wolverton secured
his release from his contract with
Oakland, which had one more year to
run, was that the New York club pro-
vide the coast team with a satisfactory
sn.-cessor to Wolverton. That man is
said to have been found, and the for-
malities of transferring him to the
Coast league are being attended to.

The figures of Wolverton's man-
agerial contract are a club secret, of

;rse. Wolverton is an untried major
league possibility, so far as the man-
agerial end of the game is concerned,
but was in his time a star of the first
ray as a big league player. In Chicago,
as" in Philadelphia and in Washington
he shone as an lnfielder in the old days.
•He jumped to the outlaw tristate from
Boston and with a raft of other players

\u25a0was put. on the blacklist. As playing
manager of the Williamsport team of
the tristate league Wolverton won
several pennants.

Through the influence of Frank Far-
rrll the blacklist was raised from Wol-
verton In the fall of 1908. Wolverton
•was Installed as manager of the New-

arks, but threw up his job toward the
end of the season of 1909, because of
a disagreement with Joe McGlnnity.

The next spring Wolverton went to
Oakland and in the last two years built
up a tailend club until he finished sec-
ond in 1910 and third in 1911.

Wolverton has a host of friends who
predict a brilliant future for him in
his new calling.

It is as good as settled that Wolver-
ton will not take an active part on the
field, for he admits himself that his 1

playing days are over so far as the big
leagues are concerned- However, the
veteran probably will hold himself in
readiness as a pinch hitter. His batting
eye is still bright and, according to re-
ports from the coast, he can sting the
ball as of old.

In the heyday of his diamond career.
Wolverton was one of the best third
basemen in the business. He got his
major league start with the old Chicago
Nationals when Pop Anson was the
leader and Bill Lange was the star out-
fielder and the idol of the whole coun-
try. Wolverton made good at the out-
set and played in the big leagues for
ten years.

The veteran has been very active on
the coast during the past two years.
playing third base right along and get-
ting away with his job in good shape.
He has slowed down considerably since
he left the big leagues some few years
back, and for this reason he would
never figure as a regular player on the
New York infield.

It is said that Farrell will give Wol-
verton full charge of the team. He will
be free to hire and fire whom he
chooses, and it is likelythat he will Im-
mediately get busy and look over the
lineup thus far secured for the coming
season. It is believed that Wolverton's
salary will be far in excess of $10,000,
with a bonus if he finishes one, two,
three.

MAGNATES AFTER
TICKET SCALPERS

National Commission Promises
to Get the Low Down on

Recent Scandal

OTBW YORK, Dec. 11.—The national
commission issued a statement tonight
inviting the public to prove if there
were collusion between the New York
National league club, or any of its of-
ficials, and ticket scalpers in the world's
series last October. So far, Chairman
August Herrmann said, the commission
has spent $1,500 looking for evidence,
and is prepared to spend more.

This was one of several matters that
kept the commission for six hours be-
hind closed doors. Another matter dis-
cussed was gambling in baseball pools,
upon which the members placed a ban.
To correct this evil the commission
adopted a resolution requesting the
American and National leagues to do all
In their power to end that custom.

It was also announced that the com-
mission will consult with the postofflce
authorities and the proper officials to
secure their co-operation to that end, it
having been reported to the commission
that several newspapers and other
periodicals carried the pools, making it
seem a lottery.

The committee reported that it had
referred to President Lynch of the Na-
tional league and President Johnson of
the American league the request of the
Eastern league and Pacific Coast league
and the American association for higher
rating. Each major league will con-
sider the question at its meeting to-
morrow. The commission will receive
their reports at its annual meeting in
Cincinnati January 3 and dispose of it
then.

Incidentally the Eastern league meet-
ing, a few blocks away, voted to change
its name to the International league.

In length of discussion the world's
series ticket scandal overshadowed
every other topic before the national
commission. When adjournment was
taken Chairman Herrmann threw open
the doors to newspaper men and made
an oral statement.

"In so far as the investigation of the
gale of the tickets during the world's
series is concerned," he said, "the com-
mission has started a rigid investiga-
tion. It has expended more than $1,500,
and is prepared to spend more. The
commission realizes that tickets were
in the hands of speculators, both in New
York and Philadelphia; it also realizes
that the speculators sold those tickets
at exorbitant prices. What we want to
know, however, ig whether any one
connected with the New York, club or
thp Philadelphia club was in collusion
with any speculator or speculators. We
are anxious to secure information along
that line.

"If any newspaper has information
along this line, or any individual or
newspaper writer, the commission would
be glad to hear from them and to take
up tiie matter with them. In the mean-
time we are continuing our investiga-
tion. We are ir> the midst of it now,
and wo are going to the bottom of the
matter."
