Sour Cabbage—Use either white or
red cabbage sliced very fine with a
sharp knife. Add just enough water to
keep from burning and a cooking spoon-
ful of strong vinegar. Add a little water
from time to time as it evaporates, but
no more vinegar. A teaspoonful of
bacon fat improveg the flavor.

Tiny Browned Potatoes—Boil in their
skins a potful of your small potatoes.
Peel when cold and fry a nice brown in
drippings.

Pumpkin Pie Without Eggs—Stew
and strain pumpkin as for other pies.
Add enough milk to make about a third
thicker than usual. Sweeten with equal
quantities of sugar and molasses. Turn
the milk boiling hot upon the pumpkin,
which causes it to swell in baking,
making it as light as if eggs had been
used. This will be found palatable and
quite hygienic without spices, but
spices may be added if desired. Make
the pumpkin about the consistency of
common cake batter,

Apple Jelly-—When T make apple
sauce I always use the peelings and
cores for jelly. Cook in barely enough
water to cover till peelings are very
tender, then strain and cook the juice
without sugar for half an hour, with
juice of half a lemon to every three
cups of apple juice. Measure and add
sugar (cup for cup). Boil hard for 20
minutes. At the last drag a sprig of
rose geranium through the jelly. This
alsgo improves your apple sauce.

Pork Sandwich—Take a large pork
chop (off the loin), lay it in a pan, sea-
son with salt and pepper, lay on top of
it a layer of apple dressing thru
another chop the same size. Bake for
half an hour in oven, not too hot. Make
the dressing of one cup of soaked stale
bread. Add three tart apples after peel-
ing and slicing. Put a little salt in—no
sugar. If vou bake this in an earthen
dish serve it in same,
