
ROGERS SMILES AT
DAMNING EVIDENCE

Accused Slayer of Goodman
Faces Father of Dead Man

in Court

Frattini, Fellow Employe of

Prisoner, Proves a Strong

Witness for Prosecution

Wearing the same inscrutable smile i
that has marked his demeanor since i

his arrest, John B. Rogers, charged

•with the murder of Benjamin A. Good-
man, a jewelry salesman, faced the

father of the dead man yesterday dur-

ing the preliminary hearing in Judge

Shortalls court without visible agita-

tion. Once, when a witness testified
that the defendant was in the habit of
shirking his work and "sneaking

away" whenever it was possible,
Rogers laughed openly.

Michael Frattini, the young porter of
the San Francisco Produce company,

who was accused by Rogers of com-
plicity in the murder, proved a strong

Witness for the prosecution. lie testi- ;
fled that Rogers "trucked" two boxes
of grapes skins from the wine room of
the produce company to Oregon street
early in the morning of November 21,
the day upon which the body of Good-
man was found buried in grape refuse
from the wine press. He also de-
clared that at the time when the po-
lice were making investigations fol-
lowing the discovery of the body, that
Rogers warned him against "talking|
too much," and said that unless Frat-. tini kept quiet he would get them all
in trouble.

Frattini identified the hatchet which
the detectives found hidden under a
portable office at the produce store as
belonging to Rogers and told of Rogers' \u25a0

unexplained absence from the store on
the morning of November 18. the day,

of the murder. IT i
In speaking of the hatchet Frattini

Implied' that Rogers seemed anxious to |
i;t»t rid of it the day the body was j
found.

"He would never allow me to use the
hatchet before," said the witness. "At
other times when Iasked him to lend it
to me he always refused. This day,

November 21, he gave it to me without
the least objection." -The first witness called, Manuel
Costa, bookkeeper at the produce store.
testified that. Rogers was absent No-
vember 18 between 5 and 5:40 in the j
afternoon and that he was unable to j
pay .him his wages on that account.
-Louis Goodman, father of the mur-

dered man, controled his emotions with |
difficulty when he took the stand.
Rogers watched the elder man's face !

.'furtively during the brief examina-
tion. Goodman told about hi&- son's
$TOO ring, which played an important I
part In the case the day before yes- j
terday when Dorothy McVey of the
Palm cafe, testified that she had seen
Rogers wearing it when he was at the
cafe with Hazel Smith. Goodman said
that he gave his son the ring 18 or
20 months ago. He described it as a
heavy gold ring with a 3 karat dia-
mond in a polished claw setting.

Giovanni Borango, a window cleaner
living at 440 Union street, furnished
damaging testimony * against Rogers.
He- said that he was cleaning the
office at the produce store Sunday
mornin?. November 19, when Rogers,
came into the building- shortly before
6 o'clock. Rogers went down into the
basement, remained a brief while and
then came up and walked out to the
street. Rogers, testified, asked him
where he could set a cup of coffee.

WIFE TOLD TO GET
DIVORCE, SHE SAYS

Mrs. Maud Hayden Answers
Husband's Charges With

Counter Complaint

The sensational charges in the di-
vorce complaint filed a week ago by

.lohn J. Hayden against Mrs. Maud
Hayden, sister of Police Judge Edward
Shortalt, were matched by allegations
of a like nature contained in her an-
swer and cross complaint filed in the
superior court yesterday.

Taking up, one by one, the counts of
cruelty, violent temper, threats to kill
and refusal to cook, she denies them
absolutely. October 16, she says, her

husband told her that she could get a
divorce the next day for all he cared.
Though averaging an income of ?225
from his interest in Hayden's market,

at 1146 Valencia street, she charges
that he left her with' only 40 cents in
her possession, and that he notified the
landlord of the house that he would
no longer pay the rent, forcing her to
leave.

That he compelled her to leave the
hospital too soon after the birth of her
child, and refused to allow the em-
ployment of a nurse at their home are
among the allegations. Striking and
choking her and absenting himself
from home for eight or ten days at a
time, she says were frequent occur-
rences, She asks for alimony of $75
a month. *Mrs. Christian Segulyer, who yes-
terday received from Judge Thomas F.
Graham in the superior court an inter-
locutory decree of divorce from L»azar
Segulyer, testified that ordinarily she
washed I-.azar's feet without objection,

but on one occasion when she was very
tired, she declared war.

"You win," said the judge.
