NILES MAN STABBED
BY WIFE IN HOTEL

Maniacal Attack Made While
Victim Was Asleep

NTXfEP. Dec. 19.—News of the serious
stabbing of M. J. Cavanaugh of Niles
by Mrs. Cavanaugh during their stay
at a hotel in New York city pending
their sailing on a trip to Ireland, has
been received here by Andrew Cava-
naugh, a cousin. Cavanaugh, though
badly cut about the head and chest,
will recover. He was asleep at the
time.

Andrew Cavanaugh said that Mrs.
Cavanaugh had been unbalanced men-
tally for six years and he attributes
tho incident to a return of her trouble.
She had been treated for several
months at the L4vermore 6anitariura
and the trip was taken with the hope
that the change of scene would do her
good.

Andrew Cavanaugh 6aid that the
woman attacked her husband with a
chair about a year ago, striking him
over the head. Later, he said, she at-
tacked Constable Broderick when he
sought to place her under arrest for
disturbing the peace. He believes that
the couple will remain in New York
until Cavanaugh recovers and that the
trip then will be taken.

Spirituous, Not Spiritual, to
Allow of Delivery

BERKELEY, Dec. 19.—A request was
made to the city council this morning
by Attorney George Gelrler, represent-
ing1 certain local business interests, that
there be submitted to the voters at a
special election alternative proposi-
tions regarding delivery of liquor in
the city. Gelder asks that charter
amendments be submitted providing for
the sale of liquor in sealed packages
by local firms, or prohibiting the deliv-
ery of liquor inside the city by any
outside firms.

The council, owing to the absence
of Mayor Stitt Wilson, referred the re-
quest to the committee of the whole
and to City Attorney Staats. Gelder
\u25a0will be notified of the date of. meeting
and will be permitted to present argu-
ments.

The attorney said that Berkeley

business men would be content if out-
Fide firms were forbidden to deliver
liquor in the city. lie said local gro-
cers have lost a large percentage of
business through orders being given to
houses in adjoining cities, which sell
liquor in packages.

LECTURES ON "WHITE
PLAQUE" DELIVERED

Oakland Speakers Tell How to
Prevent Spread

OAKLAND. Dec. 19.—The AJameda
county branch of the National society
gave a series of short lectures, illus-
trated with lantern slides, yesterday
and today for the study and preven-
tion of tuberculosis to show the way
tuberculosis is spread and how to guard
against it.

The Alameda County Society for the
Study and Prevention of, Tuberculosis
is one of the many branches of the na-
tional order which is aiding In pre-
venting the spread of the "white
plague."

CHILD CRUSHED UNDER
OIL HEATING BOILER

Cigar Dealer's Daughter Killed
by Heavy Truck

RICHMOND, Dec. 19.—Flora Funk,
the four year old daughter of It. p.
Funk, a cigar dealer, was killed this
morning by falling unde r a truck on
which was mounted a heavy boiler used
for heating oil for street spraying pur-
poses.

The child had been playing on the
wagon and the driver, August Costa,
placed her on the sidewalk In front of
her home at Seventh and Chanslor
streets, telling her to stay there. He
mounted the wagon and started off, but
stopped on hearing screams from by-
standers. Rushing back he found the
body of the child under the trailer, her
head crushed, the front trucks having
passed over her.

Costa was arrested and charged with
manslaughter, but released on his own
recognizance.

HUSBAND OBJECTS
TO WIFE'S LETTERS

Complains of Endearing Terms
Used by Doctor in

Correspondence

OAKLAND, Dec. IS.—Accepting ciga-

rettes from men, the loan of $1,200 to

W. A. Boole and the receipt of letters
containing endearments were charged
against Mrs. Agnes 3. SaUer, a trom-

bone soloist formerly traveling with a

women's orchestra, by Charles A.
Walter, an employe of a Sin Francisco
theater. Saltcr said that one letter
came to her from Dr. J. W. Scannell of
Philadelphia, addressing Mrs. Salter as
"Darling wife," and signed "Your lov-
ing husband." Boole was accused of
escorting her in public and of accept-

ing the loan without Salter's consent.
The case is being tried before Judge

Harris, and Mrs. Salter testified today

that Salter forced her to give him
money she earned and once locked
her out of their house. Later, she
said, he awakened her and forced her
to drink a glass of whisky. That he
kept her diamond rings and made her
walk home from the theater in a low
necked concert dreas were part of her
accusations.

Threats to get his wife "yet," in-
dulged in by Samuel Harvey, aug-
mented by blows and abuse all but
induced her to sign a deed giving him
a half interest in her ranch in Contra
Costa county, but her sister restrained
her, according to testimony by Mrs.

Igo to Become "Modern" and
Patent Its Townsite

MRS. HEARST GIVES
RARE BOOHS TO U.C.
Library Enriched by Manu-

scripts in Latin, Armenian,
Persian and Arabic

BERKELEY, Dec. 19.—The Univer-
sity of California library has been en-
riched by the gift of a collection of
ancient manuscripts*, rare old books and
curios, presented to the institution by

Mrs. Phebe A. Hearst, one of the re-
gents.

It includes manuscripts in Latin,

old French, Armenian, Persian and
Arabic, centuries old, and each the
lifework perhaps of some reelus«, with
few or no duplicates extaat. There
are rare early editions of master
books and books of the seventeenth
and early eighteenth centuries,
morocco bound, brass clasped and.of ten
hand tooled. Volumes such as mu-
seums and collectors pay huge prices
for, with ombellished pages and cover
designs of consummate art. Gospels
in manuscripts, the Koran in Arabic
manuscript, the autograph on parch-
ment of Sir Walter Raleigh, are a few
of the single treasures included In the
collection.

There is In manuscript a large folio
(the Gregorian plain song) of 151
vellum leaves bound In wood covers
with brass bosses and ornaments. The
title page has a fine miniature of
Christ entering Jerusalem. A Psaltery

of the fourteenth century in vellum
manuscript bears tho book plate of
the second Earl of Kilmorey.

A Book of Hours is another vellum
manuscript of about 200 leaves. The
calendar is in old French, the text in
Latin.

There is an edition of Caesar dated
1712, with numerous full page copper
plates and vignettes, and a Dutch
bible of 1745.

Rarest of all perhaps is the London
edition of 1635 of "Northwest Fox," or
"Fox From the Northwest Passage," in
fine condition. The first edition of.
Robert Herrick's "Hesperides." 1643,
Is similarly rare.

There are Shelley's "The Cenci" of
1819, "The Almanach Royal" of 1757,
probably bound by Nicholas Denis
Darome, most famous of this family
of book binders; "A Plalne Description
of the Bermudas," fn black letters,
1613; "A Brief Description of the Prov-
ince of Carolina," London, 1666, and
two books by the famous New England

divine. Increase Mather, an early pres-
ident of Harvard college, "A further
account of the tryals of the New Eng-

land witches to 1693 and cases of con-
science concerning evil spjirits per-
sonating men," 1693,

BERKELEY STEAM
TRAINS NEAR END

Celebration to Mark Substitu-

tion of Electric Cars on
Thoroughfare

BERKELEY, Dec. 19.—W. R. Scott,

assistant general manager of the
Southern Pacific, announced today that
the company would begin operation of
the electric cars as substitutes for the
steam trains In the local service by

Friday of this week. The council haa
induced tho Chamber of Commerce to
defer a celebration of the event until
January 15.

The council had been asked to erect
a stand at the terminal and station In
Shattuck avenue for the celebration.
The council declined to do this unless
the program were postponed until the
Key Route lines are In service.

It is probable that the chief speaker
at the celebration will be E. A. Heron,
president of the Key Route; William
Sproule, president of the Southern Pa-
cific, and Edward Chambers, head of
the Santa Fe system. They will de-
liver addresses at the annual banquet
of the Chamber of Commerce, which
will close the celebration and will be
held at the Masonic temple.

The beginning of electrical services
on the Southern Pacific lines in Shat-
tuck avenue will take the steamcars
out of the business district. The Key
Route trains now have a terminal at
Shattuck and University avenues,
where there is a station on the South-
ern Pacific line. The open air celebra-
tion will be held at that point.

FLEMING TRIAL WILL
BE ENDED THIS WEEK

Prosecution Calls Doctor Who
Attended Goble

REDDING, Dec 19.—That the trial of
Daniel Fleming for tho mu*rder of
George Vallier would be ended by Fri-
day was the prediction made by oppos-
ing counsel today. The state expects to
complete Its rebuttal testimony tomor-
row, and the defense expects to use two
days in sur-rebuttal.
