He buried his face in his hands.
"Sly children, my little ones, are

Faff." he muttered in German.
Suddenly straightening himself, he

walked to the clerk and said:
"I want to make as many people

happy as possible today. I have just

had. a great happiness and I want to
share it. I am an orthodox Jew and
Christmas means nothing to me, but
it does to many, and I am glad my
happiness came at this time. I shall
walk out into the streets, find a dozen
men "who look hungry and send them
in here to be fed."

Later he returned and with him were
a. dozen men, who looked as If they
were out of luck.

PRISON WALLSr ECHO PRAYERS

partook of Christmas dinner and ex-
changed yuletide greetings at the Cook

> ounty jail today. In many respects.
iliday was the most unusual in

tno tragedy laden history of the insti-
<>n.

Gwald Shiblawski, one of the four
murderers sentenced to hang February

"' I. next, delivered a terse temperance
lecture to a group of prisoners.

Thomas Jennings, a negro, sentenced
to hang for the murder of Clarence
Killer, lias turned preacher and today
had 15 negro prisoners praying on their
knees. He also led a song service with
the enthusiasm of a revivalist.

Mrs. Louise B. Vermilya. charged
with several poisonings, said she had
spent a cheerful Christmas in company
with Mrs. Jane Quinn, who is charged
with shooting her husband, John Quinn.
The two talked and laughed over their
dinner of turkey and pudding.

Sixteen hundred prisoners ate an
elaborate dinner at the Bridewell and
a similar menu was served 130 boys
imprisoned at the John Worthy school.

Ten thousand pounds of turkey,
chicken, goose and duck was eaten at
the county hospital, the detention hos-
pital, the Dunning insane asylum and
the Oak Forest infirmary. Two tons of
candy, 50 barrels of nuts and thousands
of apples, oranges and pears were dis-
tributed at these institutions. A
Christmas tree celebration was a fea-
ture of the day at each institution.
A'audeville entertainments were given
in the evening.

The brother, MacLyn, will be unable
to attend the funeral here tomorrow-
afternoon because he will appear at
the first performance of the play at
Washington of which he is the star.

Arbuckle's father, James Arbuckle,
has been prominent in promoting trade
relations with Latin America.
