STOCK MARKET
PkICES DECLINE

NEW* YORK, Dec. 88. — After
several days of quiet the equanim-
ity of the stock market whs upset
today by two occurrences which
Wall street interpreted aa bearish.
One was the unexpectedly poor
November reports of the Harn-
man roads, the other statements
from Washington that a bill low-
ering the tariff on steel soon
would be placed before the lower
branch of congress as the llrst
step in tariff legislation during
the present session.

The stock market was dull, with
prices near yesterday's close un-
til the middle of the afternoon,
when the two influences were
brought to bear. During the re-
mainder of the session trkdingr
was active and quotations fell
away steadily.

Union Paeiric. with a drop of
2*b, was the heaviest los«er among
the more prominent stocks. United
States St«el was sold in large
amounts and Bank more than a
point to e«4*. Reading, New York
Central, St. Paul, Northern Pa-
ciric. Southern Paeiric, Baltimore
and Ohio, Louisville and Nashville,
American Smelting and Amalga-
mated Copper lost a point or more.

The pressure against Union Pa-
cific during the last few days was
said to be due to selling in ex-
pectation of a poor November
showing, but tiie street was not
prepared for a falling oft of $SSB.-
--000 in gross earnings and of
$1,100,000 in the net. Southern

- - itinkage of |715,000 in
net earnings was due largely to a
$400.1100 increase in expenses, the
loss in gross returns having been
$241,0n0. These reports follow the
unfavorable figures submitted yes-
terday by Rock Island.

The harsh weather conditions in
the territory served hy the Union
Pacific was largely responsible for
the sharp reduction in groas re-
ceipts. The strike of the shopmen
on the Harriman lines is under-
stood to have been another impor-
tant factor in the result.

The advance which has brought
International Mercantile Marine
into prominence recently was con-
tinued with a two point gain for
the preferred stock early in the
day.
