The vote, which came after a three

hours' debate, was on the adoption of
an amendment to the report of the res-

olutions committee, which had been
unanimously in favor of not naming a
candidate.

A revision of the Sherman law was
suggested in *thf second paragraph:

exploitation of humanity for profit,

and the like; all designed to protect
the honest and punish by imprison-

Other planks of the platform, de-

clared for popular election of United
States senators, the Pinchot-Roosevelt
conservation policy, a national income
tax graduated upward, and the aboli-
tion of needless public positions.

FOR DIRECT PRIMARIES
In its state policies the platform de-

clared in favor of all nominations by
direct primaries, except township and
village officials; the initiative and ref-
erendum, the short ballot and a pres-
idential preference law; simplification
of legal procedure; the submission of
all matters of public policy to the
voters.

The first difference of opinion arose
when an added resolution to promise
support to no candidate was recom-
mended by the committee on resolu-
tions. The committee of 19 members
had entered their deliberations, most
of them declared, heartily in favor of
expressing themselves for Robert La
Follette. Their opinions had been
changed after they had heard ad-
dresses by Pinchot and Fackler, and
alter the resolution, which was pre-
pared by Houser and Pinchot, was de-
scribed by the former national forester
as the best way of advancing Senator
La Follette's interests. The resolution
was reported to the conference just
after Senator Works had made an ad-
dress urging the delegates to follow
the example of California and to cen-
tralize their campaigning for one man.

'Colonel Roosevelt should declare
himself." he said, "both as to his can-
didacy and as to his stand on the prin-
ciples that are accepted as progressive.
If this movement attempts to center
itself around its principles and not
around a candidate, it will lessen its
chances of success.
WOILD SUPPORT ROOSEVELT
-If Roosevelt should declare himself,

I would not hesitate to support him,
and neither would Senator La Follette.
La Follette has made the principles for
which he stands an issue. California
has indorsed him and felt that an at-
tempt to evade it w.ould have been
cowardly."

The committee report came at the
end of Senator Wo-ks' speech and was
followed by Pinchot, whj defended the
resolution.

Houser and Fackler and worked with
them on the resolution which finally

was adopted.
The delegates, many of whom had

come from counties which had no or-

ganization and^were named by Fackler,

appeared divided as to the action on the
resolution.
TWO DISAGREE

M. P. Crandall and O. C. Lightner of
Cincinnati disagreed on what Senator
La Follette's wishes would be. Both
claimed to have talked with him re-
cently and to have received their in-
formation at first hand.

"Senator La Follette told me it would
not b© wise to indorse him as a candi-
date at present." said Crandall, "for
fear of alienating the men who stand
for his principle, but will work at first

for another candidate."
"I was the last man to talk with

Senator La Follette in Cincinnati," said
Lightner, "and he assured me he hoped

the Ohio progressives wouid show their
faith in him by giving him the indorse-
ment."

ROSES FALL FROM
AIRSHIP AT FETE

Aviator Rodgers Heads Parade
in Floral Tournament of

Pasadena

150,000 People See Southern
City's Varied Entertain-

ment of Day

PASADENA, Jan. 1. — Pasadena's
twenty-third annual tournament of
roses was viewed by more 'than 150,000

persons today under skies that were

cloudless and in an atmosphere that
breathed the perfume of the hundreds
of thousands of blossoms used in dec-
orating 1 the allegorical pieces and other
flower bedecked vehicles.

Aviator C. P. Rodgers. who crossed
the oontinent In an aeroplane, headed
the long line of flowery automobiles
and carriages in the same machine in
which he made his famous trip, and
scattered carnations and roses from a
height of 100 feet along the line of
march.

In the parade were 23 allegorical
pieces representing different subjects,

entered by the Tournament and Rose
association, and behind these there
were stretched out for more than a
mile automobiles and carriages of
private citizens that were wonderful
in the masterfulness of their decora-
tions.

The piece de resistance of the parade,

"Masque of Vanity Fair," was com-
posed of more than 5,000 rose buds and
thousands of pink sweet peas and great

wreaths of bougainvllla.
One float that called forth loud cheers

was "Alice in Wonderland," entered by

the Pasadena high school. Riding in
this float were 18 pretty girls, garbed
in pink dresses and bonnets to repre-
sent doll babies. Their automobile was
decorated In pink carnations, roses and
pampas plumes. High school boys, rep-
resenting rabbits, acted as outriders,
while others, representing frogs and
griffins, carried streamers of smllax
and pink geraniums.

After the parade the usual carnival
of sports, including chariot races, were
held.

Tonight at 7:30 o'clock the annual
parade of the Komikal Knights of the
Karnival was held, and this was fol-
lowed by a display of fireworks repre-
senting the battle of Lake Erie.

CONFISCATED GUNBOAT
IS SOLD AT AUCTION

Vessel Used in Honduran Revo-
lution Brings $3,300

NEW ORLEANS, Jan. I.—The steamer

Hornet of filibustering fame, formerly

the palatial yacht Alicia and later a
United States gunboat, was sold at pub-
lic auction today In accordance with the
orders of the United States circuit
court, which adjudged the Hornet guil-

ty of violating the neutrality laws In
connection with the Honduran revolu-
tion a year ago. The vessel was sold
for |3,300 to C A. Barber of Franklin,

La. The Hornet was seized last Feb-
ruary at Truxillo, Honduras, by United
States cruiser Tacoma, and when its
owners failed to answer the complaint
charging violation of the neutrality
laws, in that the Hornet had been used
as a gunboat by the Honduran revolu-
tionists under General Manuel BoniHa,
the court ordered the vessel confiscated
and sold.

GOVERNMENT WINS SUIT
FOR CONTROL OF RAPIDS

Awards Are Made in Fight Over
St. Mary River

GRAND RAPIDS, Mich.. Jan. I.—ln
the United States court Judge Arthur
S. Denison has made the final awards
in the case of the federal government
brought to condemn for lock and canal
purposes all the land and the rapids
at Sault Ste. Marie north of the pres-

ent canal to the international boundary.

The result of this case removes all the
power company ownership in St. Mary
river at the falls and places the
United States In full control to regu-
late navigation and use the water for
power as it sees fit. The total award
Is $973,312.

FALLIERES LAUDS
TAFTPEACE IDEAS

French President Expresses His
Approval at New Year's

Reception
\ —

Arbitration Elan Also Indorsed
by Dean of British Corps

of Diplomats

PARIS, Jan I.—President Taffs ef-
forts to secure the ratification of arbi-
tration treaties with France and Great
Britain was the special theme of an
official speech made today by President
Fallieres at the New Year's reception
to the diplomatic corps. There was a
large attendance of diplomats, among
them being Robert Bacon, the Ameri-
can ambassador.

Sir Francis Bertis, the British am-
bassador and dean of the diplomatic
corps, presented to the French execu-
tive the felicitations of the foreign
representatives. He declared he and
the other members of the corps felt
certain that France would continue to
be a powerful aid in every work hav-
ing in view the progress of civilization.
He added this permitted the hope that
the generous initiative of the president
of the United States in favor jof the
extension of arbitration to Interna-
tional questions would be productive
of larger results during the coming
year.

"The countries we repreaent,'* con-
tinued Sir Francis, "know they are sure
to find in France a powerful auxiliary

with which to obtain these results."
President Fallieres assured the diplo-

mats that Franc© would labor always
in behalf of progress. France, he said,
already could, with modesty, claim her
part in the initiatives that have been
taken and from which civilization is
reaping benefits.

"Like you, Mr. Ambassador," the
president continued, "we congratulate
ourselves that we have seen during
the last year the president of the
United States give hts precious adhe-
sion to the principle of arbitration. It
may be repeated that the application,
of this principle will determine for
men and things a decisive method for
the pacific solution of international
differences,"
