“OANDOW MERTES”
INDIGATOR MAN

Once Great Player Expected to
Make Good in New Field
of Activity

Samuel Mertes, known to the fans all
over the Uniteq States as “Sandow,”
has been commissioned an umpire in
the Pacific Coast league by President
Allan T. Baum. Mertes enjoys the dis-
tinctior’® of being the first indicator man
named, though there seems no doubt
that George Hildebrand and Ed Finney
will also be appointed within the next
few days.

There will be six umpires instead of
three on the job this season, as the
double system was adopted at the last
meeting of the magnates. The league
is fortunate in securing the services of
such competent men as Hildebrand,
Finney and Mertes, and If it lands three
more of this caliber the fans should be
well satisfied.

Mertes ranks as one of the greatest
ball players of the last 10 years. For
17 years he was a star in every league

in which he ‘elayed. and he saw service
in both the National and the American
organizations. He never has tried his
hand with the indicator, but there is no
guestion that he will be a big success
in his new calling.

“Sandow” is a product of the San
Francisco sandlots, but, like many an-
other great player which this city has

roduced, he was forced to Pick up his
ame, his fortune and his glory on the
other side of the Rockies. hey did not
recognize Sam until he became a won-
der in the big leagues. Then they were
sorry, but it.was too late.

Buck Ebright, the veteran, picked
Sam up here in 1894 and took him back
to the Lincoln club of the old Western
assoclation. He made good from the
start and in a few months he was the
star outfielder of the Quincy (IllL) club
of the same league.

The next season saw Saf with the
St. Paul club, which was then bossed
by Charley Comiskey, owner of the
White Sox. That winter Sam came out
here on a barnstorming trip with Com-
iskey, Chick Fraser, Joe Corbett and
many otaer old stars and they played a
series on the old Central park diamond.

The next year saw Mertes up in the
big brush, Philadelphia buying him
from St. Paul. In 1897 he was sent
back to the minors, playing that season
out with Columbus, but he made so
good that he was immediately drafted

the Chicago Cubs, with whom he
played for three seasons, ranking as
one of the best stickers and base steal.
ers on the team.

Then the American league came into
being and “Sandow” cast his lot with
his old boss, Comiskey. For two years
he played second base with the Sox,
and he showed them that he was a
great inflelder as well as an outfielder.
He was so very good that Mug; s?r Mec-
Graw gave him a fat bonus to ?o n the
New York Giants the following year.

For three seasons “Sandow"” was a
member of the New York osganization.
He helped McGraw win the champion-
