EMINENT FORESTER
PRAISES WICHKSON

Famous Swiss Engineer Com-
mends Work of U. of C.
Agricultural Experts

BERKELEY, Jan. 8.—Praise in high-
cst terms for the experimental work
at the college of agriculture of the
University of California is given in
a letter received today from F. Ber-
tholot, the eminent forest engineer
of Lausanne, Switzerland, by Pro-
fessor E. J. Wickson, dean of the col-
lege, and himself the author of reports
and bulletins concerning the work of
the college experiment stations.

Bertholot bases his comment on a se-
ries of agriculture bulleting. These, he
writes, he studted with earnest inter-
est., Particularly valuable did he find

Professor Wickson’s last annual re-
port; the bulletin on ‘“Control of the
Argentine Ant,” by Professor C. W.
Woodworth, the university expert in
entomology; the Rogers bulletin on
“The Winter Blight of Celery,” and the
Hopper bulletin on “Milk Bacterfa.”
which was an exhaustive study of the
problem of cream supply, of the sources
of impurities, care of dairy cows,
types of machinery and other details
of the dairying branch of husbandry.

PHASE HITHERTO UNKNOWN

Bertholot likewise commends the re-
cent bulletin on the new university
station in the Imperial valley, where
are being solved the many problems
involved in reclamation and cultivation
of arid desert stretches, and where a
work having no counterpart in the
world is being undertaken, in the
adaptation of date palms and olives to
the alkali soils. That bulletin at-
tracted Bertholot because it presented
to him as a European a phase of dry
farming hitherto unheard of. The
Swiss engineer found unusual interest
also in Dr. G. W. Shaw's recent bul-
letin on “The Yield of WHeat in Cali-
fornia,” with its scientific suggestions
for methods of increase. Bertholot
speaks of that brochure in a para-
graph of considerable detail.

PRAISES AMERICAN COLLEGES

In conclusion, Bertholot ventures the
opinion that American universities
“Work with much more clearsighted-
ness and happy detail and beneficial re-
sults than many universities of our
old, sometimes, it may be said, con-
gealed Europe.” This is especially
true, he noted, “for the universities of
the west of the United States.”

Bertholot’'s praise is especially wel-
come at the University of California
because that department of agriculture
was the pioneer in many divisions of
experimental work—in fact, supplying
the basis of organization for the many
federal experimental stations located
at state universities throughout the
United States, among the oldest of
these being California.

DRAWBRIDGE IS BEYOND
BOARD’S JURISDICTION

Supervisors Can Not Order It
Closed, Says Donahue

OAKLAND, Jan. 8.—District Attor-
ney Donahue has advised the board of
supervisors that It has no right to or-
der the closing of the Webster street
draw bridge during rush hours morn-
ing and evening as petitioned by the
city council of Alameda. The board
was asked to close the bridge between
6 and 8 o'clock in the morning and from
5 to 7 o'clock in the afternoon. Don-
ahue saig that this could only be done
by the secretary of war, who has
charge of navigable waters. A joint
meeting of the council and the board
may be held to formulate a petition to
the secretary.

OAKLAND, Jan. 8.—Preparations for
the new registration of voters were
authorized by the board of supervisors
today in a resolution calling for the
purchase of 60,000 post cards and for
the printing of 50,000 affidavits. This
was the actiop sought by County Clerk
Cook at the stormy session with Chaira
man Mullins a week ago, but hostili
ties were not reopened today. The rese<

olution limited the cost of the affidavits
to $925 and printing on the post cards
to $159.90, and ,according to Supervisor
Murphy will prevent any juggling of
costs when the order is placed.

The post cards, which were conside
ered as being unnecessary a week ago,
will be used to advise voters of the
new registration required by law.

The board voted to reconsider its ree
fusal to appropriate $500 for the ex-
penses of holding registration meet-
ings in county districts and will
thrash this out at its next meeting.
