Harmony Marks Meeting, Bryan

Being Absent, and Indepen-
dence Clubs Rejected

WASHINGTON, Jan. 9.—The demo-
cratic national committee completed its
work today with the selection of Bal-

timore as the convention city. June
21 was fixed as the date of the national
gathering, at which. candidates for
president and vice president will be se-

lected. The republican national con-

vention Is to be held in Chicago,

June 18. .'.'•
The democrats adopted a ""permissive"

primary resolution in connection •with
the calls' for delegates, and such states
as have laws on the subject, or desire
to do so, can select their representa-
tives by direct vote.

There are 1,074 delegates to be
chosen.

Harmony marked today's sitting of
the committee, which was given over
almost entirely to the arguments of the
representatives of the various cities
bidding for the convention. Wiliam J.
Bryan did not attend the meeting. He
did not finish his speech at the Jack-
son day banquet until after 3 o'clock

; this morning.

IB LEAGUE OPPOSED
There was a brief controversy over

; the proposed recognition of the pro-
• gressive league clubs, an organisation
paid to have grown out of the Inde-
pendence league movement started by
W. R. Hearst. When objection was
made, the question of recognition was
deferred for four years.

National Chairman Norman B. Mack
was named to head the subcommittee
on arrangements for the convention.
Vice Chairman Hall of Nebraska and

• Secretary Trey Woodson of Kentucky

will be ex-officio members of this sub-
committee-and there will be seven ad-
ditional members to be named later by

Mr. Mack.
PRIMARY RESOLUTION

The primary resolution adopted "was a
modification of one proposed by Sena-
tor Chamberlain of Oregon. It was
framed by a subcommittee headed by

Clark Rowell of Georgia and was as

BALTIMORE WINS CONTEST

Baltimore led in the fight for the
-convention from the first, but two bal-
lots were required before St. Louis
succumbed. Then the vote was made
unanimous. The Baltimore bid was ac-
companied by a certified check for
$100,000. The date of the convention,
June 25, suggested by F.B. Lynch of
Minnesota, was adopted unanimously.

The first ballot for the convention
.city gave Baltimore 25 votes and St.
Louis 19, with scattering votes for
Denver, Chicago and New York. On
the second ballot, Baltimore had 29
votes, a majority of the committee and
sufficient. St. Louis went up to 22
votes, but the fight for that city, car-
ried up to the last minute, proved
futile.

RICHESON DOOMED
TO ELECTRIC CHAIR

Minister, Confesses to Murder
of Sweetheart and Calmly

Hears Sentence

BOSTON, Jan. 9.—Rev. Clarence V.' T.
Richesori. today declared .his "guilt 'of
the premeditated murder .-of ", his former
sweetheart, Miss Avis . Lirinell,"yarid;
