
Supervisor McCarthy Attempts
to Pin Works Commissioner

the engineers on the 6tand and hear
them testify."

"You shall have a public hearing,"
McCarthy promised.

"Then we will file the report," Casey
assented.

The date of the meeting will be set
later on.

The meeting last night was held in
the supervisors' chambers. Chairman
McCarthy of the finance committee
presided, attended by Supervisors Mur-
phy and Vogelsang of the same com-
mittee. Mayor Rolph, accompanied by
Secretary Rainey, was an interested
auditor. City Attorney Percy V. Long
was also seated by the mayor and fol-
lowed the examination with the same
close attention.

The following members of the board
of supervisors were presept: Mauzy,
Koshland, Payot. Giannlni, A- J. Gal-
lagher, George E. Gallagher, Hilmer,
Caglierl and Murdock.

Commissioner Fraser, the newly ap-
pointed commissioner of public works,
was present, as was City Engineer
Marsden Manson, Assistant City Engi-
neer Lorin Hunt and Leonard Leavy,

book keeper of the board of works.
E. A. Walcott, president of the civil

service commission; Arthur H. Barendt,
president of the board of health; Doc-
tor Broderick, the city physician, and
other officials were present.

Clerk Dunnigan of the board of su-
pervisors opened the proceedings by

Ireading the charter provisions author-
izing the finance committee of the

Iboard to investigate fully "the transac-
tions and accounts of all officers having

! the collection, custody or disbursement
of public money."

SCOPE OF INVESTIGATION
Chairman McCarthy explained the

scope of the investigation. "No accusa-
tion is made against any person indi-
vidually," he said. "But there is a gen-
eral accusation that there has been a
willfulwaste and expenditure of public
funds. A superficial examination of the
books and finances indicates that there
has been such a waste. It Is open to
explanation in a general way by the
gentlemen of the board who are ac-
cused."

McCarthy then called Casey as the
first witness and Casey stayed a wit-
ness for two hours and a half. The
former president of the board of works
was sworn.

The chairman took the commissioner
over the various works of the city and
Jrew from him what reluctant infor-
mation Casey seemed able to give.
Much of the fire protection system
work, Casey explained, was not "at his
finger ends." The engineers knew all
about it. The Geary street road was
also outside his province—it was up
to Commissioner Laumeister.

McCarthy tried to pin the commis-
sioner down. He showed him the re-
port regarding the auxiliary fire pro-
tection system, Issued March 16, 1908,
when the bond Issue was submitted to
the people. Casey had approved the
report as a commissioner of the board.
At that time it was estimated that the
work would cost $5,200,000 and would
hp finished within two years and a
half after the funds for the work were
available. Casey had to admit all of
that, that he had approved the state-
ment of the case.

"Will you explain why the system is
not complete?'' asked McCarthy.

"Ask the city engineer," replied
Casey, with his first sidestep.

"But you are responsible," Insisted
McCarthy. "As president of the board
of public works for the last two years,
we ask you to explain why the auxil-
iary fire protection system is not com- '\u25a0
pleted."
CASEY BLAMES CONTRACTORS

The commissioner replied that there
were many reasons. Three contractors
had failed, which delayed the work
more than a year. The plans had to be
changed. The right to change the plans
was reserved by the board of wprks,
Casey said, and the changes did not
affect the system as a whole. Also the
cost was increased by the Increased
wages paid laborers, who receive $3
now where they received $2 when the
estimate of cost was made.

"Will you explain why there is a
deficit of $773,449.46?" asked the chair-
man.

He said further that the Second street
section of the work was more costly
than it might have been because it was
being done by day labor. The board
had decided to do the work by day
labor when Casey was sick and aßsent
from the meeting.

"Did you not testify before the
grand Jury that you were willing to
have the experiment of day labor
tried?" asked McCarthy. "You were
under oath then and you are under
oath now."

"Yes," admitted Casey.
"I'd like to know the object of this

Investigation," Casey broke in later.
"There Is some motive behind it."

'•There is no motive," replied McCar-
thy. "We have nothing against you in-
dividually. But the charge is that the
board has been extravagant and we
want to find put who is responsible."

Casey was questioned at length on
why nearly $20,000 was spent In some
parts of the city to finish temporarily
work left undone by contractors, who
had failed while other streets were leftopen. Casey had no adequate explana-
tion, other than general comments that
did not seem to satisfy the committee.
DEFICIT OF MILLION

"The deficit we are facing amounts
to $1,000,000 on this work." said Mc-
Carthy.

"I deny that," replied Casey. "But
I'llrender an account for every cent."

The cost of inspection of school build-ings led to a lot of questions.
Then the Geary street railroad mat-

ter was taken up. Casey said Laumeis-
ter had charge of that. He grew excited
at reference to the "urgent necessity"
for work in August.

Figures showing the great expendi-
tures for street work during the cam-
paign and the small amounts after-
ward also Acclted Casey. The figures
were: July, $48,500; August, $60,200;
September, $65,770; October, $70,073;
November. $34,000; December, $12,900.

Extra street work was necessary Just
before the rainy season, said Casey.

The fact that an employe of the board
of public works, Gartland. rated as an
"experienced clerk," should be paid out
of the fire protection fund, interested
McCarthy and proved an unanswerable
enigma. The employment of a corps of
inspectors at school buildings, particu-
larly the Lowell high, among whom
was a brother of former Commissioner
Newsom, also aroused interest. At the
conclusion of the meeting Newsom
bustled up and demanded that his con-
duct be Investigated, too.

Commissioner Laumeister was ques-
tioned along the same lines as Casey
was and gave much the same answers.
His examination was much more brief,
and related chiefly to the construction
of the Geary street railroad. Laumeis-
t&r defended every move made by the
board in the construction of the road.
He said that he was not familiar with
the auxiliary fire protection system.

Chairman McCarthy would not dis-
cuss the evening's work at the conclu-
sion of the meeting, but appeared to be
satisfied with the progress made. Mayor
Rolph refused to comment at all on the
work, saying that the matter rested
with the committee.

This, of
course, is to be expected whenever
any man develops a decided lead for
the nomination.

whether he should state the truth
as he sees it.
Senator Gore of Oklahoma in a state-

ment came out flatly in defense of Gov-

Wilson's Lips Sealed
GRAND RAPIDS, Mich., Jan. 19 —

Governor Woodrow "Wilson of New Jer-
sey tonight still maintained silence re-
garding the Harvey-Wilson incident
and the attack made on him by Colonel
Henry Watterson, absolutely declining

to make any statement on the subject.

When pressed on the matter and asked
if he would make a statement and
when, if any, he replied that he could
not say whether at any time he would
do so.

Put on the Soft, Soft Pedal
NASHVILLE, Term.. Jan. 19.—"Well,

I'll have to put on the soft pedal."
This Is the exclamation that Colonel

Harvey, editor of Harper's Weekly, is

said to have made when Governor
Woodrow Wilson, forced to reply to
Colonel Harvey's query, said he feared
editorial support in the Weekly was
injuring his cause.

A statement purporting to be a de-
scription of the meeting between Col-
onel Harvey and Governor Wilson with
Henry Watterson in New York was
given out here today by Judge Robert
Ewing, middle Tennessee representa-

tive of the state Woodrow Wilson or-
ganization. Judge Ewing, who is re-
lated by marriage both to Governor
Wilson and Watterson, asserts that the
governor's statement to Colonel Harvey

was made against the dictates of per-

sonal friendship and with the realiza-
tion that "Harvey's support had brought
him (Wilson) to the front."

Judge Ewlng's statement begins:
"Colonel Harvey's intimates well

know that his editorial utterances were
wholly untrammeled. He had been
brought into close friendship with
Woodrow Wilson and had conceived the
highest estimate of his character."

Then Judge Ewing: goes on to tell
how Colonel Harvey, through editorials
in Harper's Weekly, championed the
cause of Woodrow Wilson for the dem-
ocratic presidential nomination.

"Many, not knowing the real inde-
pendence of Colonel Harvey," the state-
ment declares, "and seeking to harm
the Wilson cause began to indulge in
all sorts of conjectures and unfounded
intimations. As a result a number of
Wilson's real friends began to be of the
opinion that perhaps the Weekly's earn-
est support was militating against his
(Wilson's) prospects."

Judge Ewing asserts that Governor
Wilson's opinion was decidedly contrary
te, this view, appreciating that Colonel
Harvey "had brought him to the front,
appreciating Harvey's support and feel-
ing it to be valuable."

Then followed the meeting in New
York between Wilson, Harvey and
Watterson. Judge Ewing- says that" at
the end of the conference Colonel Har-
vey arose and said to Governor Wilson:

"I wish to ask you a question and I
expect a frank answer. Do you believe
that the booming nature of my articles
in Harpers Weekly Is injuring your
cause?"

Judge Ewing says that Governor
Wilsons friendship for Harvey de-
manded that the governor answer in
the negative to the query, but that Col-
onel Harvey had demanded frankness
and that Governor Wilson was obliged,
with much embarrassment, to make
such a reply that later his name (as
candidate for the democratic presiden-
tial nomination) was removed from the
editorial column of Harpers Weekly.
And, Judge Ewing asserts, Colonel
Harvey exclaimed:

"Well, I'll have to put on the soft
pedal."

Ryan Now the Bug-a-Boo!
NEW YORK. Jan. 19.—A dispatch to

the Herald from Washington says:
Nettled by the widespread effect of

Colonel Henry Watterson's criticism
of Governor Woodrow Wilson, the lat-
ter's friends unofficially have put forth
another explanation today of the real
cause of the break In the effort to
check the trend away from Wilson.

The explanation now given is that
Colonel George Harvey, editor of Har-
per's Weekly, had sought to arrange
an interview between Thomas F. Ryan
and Governor Wilson. The governor
demurred, it is asserted, saying he
could not accept Ryan's financial sup-
port, as they disagreed on many gov-
ernmental principles and policies.

Then it was that Colonel Harvey
asked if Governor Wilson thought the
support of Harper's Weekly was dam-
aging his candidacy, and th« governor
answered that he did.

KNOCKED DRIVER INSENSIBLE

"Before the driver could obey them
several pedestrians appeareJ, and the
two men jumped into the buggy. One
of them struck the driver over the
head with a revolver and they drove
away at furious speed. The driver was
thrown down on the seat and the two
men sat on him. He seemed insensible,
for I could see his head hanging over
the end of the seat ana it was rolling
with every motion of the buggy."

Humason telephoned the police and
when he came to the front door again
Mitchell had disappeareS. The apart-
ment house manager then ran out on
the sidewalk and encountered two
young women, who, in response to his
excited queries, volunteered to get a
policeman. They hurried to the St.
Francis hospital, at Bush and HyJe,
and found a policeman out in front.

The buggy, driven at top speed, had
Just passed along Bush street and
turned up Hyde as the women encoun-
tered the officer and he took up the
trail. But soon he lost it and came
back to his post.

Xext the two women went to the
Bush street station, near Van Ness ave-
nue, and informed the police there.
They said that on their way down Bush
street they saw the buggy being driven
along Pine. The Bush street station
turned out all its men, report was made
to the central station in Eddy street
and every station in the city ordered to
turn out and join in the search. It was
thought that the buggy would show up
in the Mission.
AUTOS PRESSED IN SERVICE

From the central station Detectives
Harry Webb and Nick Bakulich were
sent out in the police automobile to
search the streets. The patrol wagon
was crammed full of men and dis-
patched with the horses galloping.
From the harbor station and the Mis-' 1

slon and southern stations squads of
men rushed out and began a systematic
checking up of all vehicles passing
through the city.

Policeman Cadden was sent from the
Bush street station in a taxlcab and
he at first picked up news of the buggy
In Pine street, but lost the trail.

Sincich Is held at the central fetation
and the women and man who saw the
affair will be brought down to take a
look at him. He tells conflicting stor-
ies of how he got the rig.

At Llndauer's stable, 132 Clara street,
the rig in which Sincich was arrested
was identified as belonging to the
stable, but the men on duty la*t night
could not tell who took the buggy out
in the day hours and they will not be
able to find out until today. The iden-
tity of the robbers' victim, therefore,
is as yet a mystery. His story. If he Is
found alive, may serve to inform the
police who the highwaymen are.

Sincich has told many conflicting
stories to the police concerning how
he came Into possession of the buggy.

The police encountered people every- >

where who believed they saw the buggy
passing along this or that street, and
every clew is being followed, but they
feel that the buggy In which Sincich
was arrested is the one In which the
assault occurred, and now they are
searching for the highwaymen them-
selves, and their victim.

The two women who witnessed the
assault on the man In the buggy and
who called the police were taken to the
central station by Detective Jack Sul-
livan at an early hour this morning.
While they refused to tell anything of
themselves, they did identify the buggy
as the one that figured in the mys-
terious episode some time before. The
women could not identify the man held
as one of the two thugs who beat up
the stranger.

LA FOLLETTE'S
NOT A NAME TO

CONJURE WITH
Wisconsin Senator Not Exactly

What Might Be Termed
Popular Hereabouts

His Fight in This City Being

Waged by League Organ*

ized—When and Where ?

That La. Follette's is not considered a

name to conjure with in San Francisco
is evidenced by the appearance of the
Progressive league of California, and
the nonappearance of a local branch
of the La Foliette league of California.

The Progressive league of California,

financed by the men in charge of the

La Foliette fight and In the immediate
custody of W. S. Scott, some time lob-
byist for the brewers' association, is
Quartered in the rooms occupied by

the rgyiftflcan county committee) for
nearly four years.

Some months ago the state adminis-
tration launched the La Foliette league
of California. The launching ceremon-
ies were held at the Palace hotel. They

were participated in by a large num-
ber of state job holders and an equally
large number of potential and hopeful
job holders. They were concluded by

the selection of State Exposition Com-
missioner Chester H. Rowell and Sec-
retary of the Railroad Commission
Detrick as president and secretary res-
pectively.

According to some of its promoters,
the La Follette league displayed tre-
mendous activity in some parts of the
state. In San Francisco it was received
with a lack of cordiality similar to that
which has resulted in the pricking of
the La Follette bubble in the east.

UIDXT PLEASE THIS CITY

When La Follette demonstrated that
he was strong enough with the state
administration to put through a presi-
dential primary law that deprived San
Francisco republicans of the right to
name their own delegates to their na-
tional convention, he added nothing to
his popularity in this city.

His letter to the governor, in which
he declared it would be a calamity to
permit San Francisco and the citrus
fruit growing districts to exercise their
unquestioned right to be heard in the
national convention through men of
their own choice, got him the kind of
law he wanted for California and Cali-
fornia alone, but it got him no friends
in San Francisco.

Wherefore the fight for La Follette
in San Francisco is to be conducted in
the name of the Progressive Republican
league of California, organized when
or where none seems to know. Wher-
ever or whenever it was organized, it
is in our midst and it has money to pay
the rent for tne rooms in the Pacific
building long occupied by the county
committee.

The advent of the league was sig-
nalled by Charlie Forbes, secretary of
the county committee, who informed
that body that there existed an organ-
ization that would take its rooms and
its rental burdens.

It is hinted that the magnetism of
the La Follette name has developed so
slowly la the state at large that the
impersonal Progressive league may
take ov*r the work and responsibili-
ties of the personal if not electrifying
La Follette league in the state.

McDEVITT IS BALKY
William McDevitt declines to abide

by the decision of the socialist party
county committee, which formally ex-
pelled him from the party because he
accepted the berth of election commis-
sioner from Mayor Rolph. The county
committee of the socialist party picked
C. W. Hogue for the place Rolph in-
sisted on giving to McDevitt. The
committee notified Rolph of its disposi-
tion of his appointment. McDevitt told
the mayor that the governing body had
indorsed Hogue for the place. Rolph
said that he is going to be mayor; that
his obligations run to the people, not to
the socialistic county committee, and
that McDevitt is the socialist he wants
fur the election commission.

The mayor had his way. The so-
cialist county committee announced
that it would have the man of its
choice on the election commission or
relinquish the right of its party to be
represented on that commission. Evi-
ii^ntly Rolph did not consider those
resolutions in the light of a repeal of
the charter sections relating to mem-
bership of the election commission. He
clung to McDevitt. Then the county
committee attempted to proye that Mc-
I»ev:tt was not a socialist and not en-
titled to the place by adopted reso-
lutions for his expulsion. McDevitt
declines to accept those resolutions as
final and has demanded that his case
be submitted to the vot« of the rank
and file of the party.

TO STAY AT HOME

KANSAS CITY, Mo.. Jan. 19.—Not
one of -the 33 widows receiving help
under the widows* allowance system
in Jackson county has broken faith
with the court extending the aid.

This is told in the first annual re-
port of the system furnished here today
by Dr. E. L. Mathlas, probation officer,
for filing with Judge Porterfield of the
Juvenile court. *The allowance system arose from the
needs of juvenile delinquents in Kan-
sas City for broken homes where moth-
ers had to work away from home to
support them.

The widows receive allowances rang-
ing from $8 to $22 a month that they
may remain' at home and look after
their children.

TRIPOLI, Jan. 19.—A terrific attack
was made yesterday by a large body
of Turks and Arabs on an Italian col-
umn which was on the march about 10
miles from the town of Tripoli.

The Italian troops, which consisted
of detachments of all arms, left Trip-
oli early in the morning on the way
to Ghirgarish, a small oasis situated
about 10 or 11 miles along the coast
to the west of the town and surrounded
by a number of mud forts, which hith-
erto had given Shelter to Arab irregu-
lars.

Suddenly as the soldiers were march-
ing1 along the road, \u25a0which runs par-
allel to the coast, they were attacked
by a large force of Turks and Arab?.
The Italians immediately took up posi-
tion and threw up field entrenchments.
The enemy continued its attacks
throughout the day, but finally re-
tired.

Details of the losses have not been
reported.

After the Italian army, which in-
cluded three battalions of line infan-
try, a battalion of grenadiers, two bat-
teries of artillery, two squadrons of
cavalry and other details, had taken
up position after the first onslaught
by the Turks in the vicinity of Ghir-
garish, a galling fire was poured in on
them.

The Turkish and Arab troops, who
were in considerable strength, were
under cover in the brush of the oasis.

Artillery fire from the Italian bat-
teries caused the enemy to withdraw
for a time, but they returned later with
heavy reinforcements and succeeded in
turning the Italian right. The Italian
commander rallied his forces and after
several hours' fighting the Turkg
finally retreated to the desert.

French Steamer Seized
TUNIS, Jan. 19.—Italian destroyers

today seized the French steamer Ma-
nouba, bound to Tunis from Marseille?.
The Manouba is a mall boat belinginsr
to the French line. It was carrying D;i
passengers, including 29 Turkish nurses
belonging to the Company of the Red
Cross, which has the same object as the
Red Cross society.

The Italian officers who effected the
capture of the Manouba profess to be-
lieve that Turkish officers were on
board disguised as nurses. Italian de-
stroyers also stopped and searched the
German steamer Schleswig of the North
German Lloyd, which left Marseilles on
Wednesday and reached here yesterdiv

and is due at Alexandria on January 22,

Ships to Be Released
ROME, Jan. 19.—The Italian govern-

ment tonight telegraphed the author-
ities at Cagliari to release immediately

the steamer Carthage, which recently
was seized by the Italians. It is said
the steamer Manouba, a French line
mall boat, which was captured by Ital-
ian destroyers, also will be released
after a number of Turks who are on
board are landed.

CONTRABAND DRUGS FLY
FROM CHINESE WINDOWS

Thirty Orientals In Clutches of
State Board

Thirty Chinese were arrested and
several thousand dollars worth of
opium was seized in raids made on
fifty different stores and lodging
houses in Chinatown early this morn-
ing. Inspector Sutherland of the State
board of pharmacy, accompanied by
Sergeant of Police Layne and more
than a score of policemen left the
harbor station shortly after midnight
this morning, armed with fifty search
warrants. The raiders were forced to
cut their way through doora in many
instances. The streets of Chinatown
were literally covered in spots with
contraband drug that had been thrown
from the windows by the frightened
Chinese. Scores of Chinese flea from
the buildings when they heard the
raiders pounding on the doors for ad-
mittance.

Policeman Charles Bates had a de=-
perate encounter with an infuriated
Chinese in a house in Waverly plac^
as he was about to force his -way into
the building. Bates was struck ove
the head by Lee Wo and was party
stunned. The policeman's revolver was
torn from his grasp and he fought for
several minutes with the powerful
Oriental before he was able to subdue
him.

Bates was badly cut and bruised and
the Chinese was made unconscious by
a blow on the head from Bates' night
stick.

SUICIDE'S TINY DAUGHTER
SLEPT BY FATHER'S BODY

Returning home at an early hour
this morning, Mrs. Edward T. Fitapat-
rick was startled to discover her hus-
band dead in bed with a bullet jround
in his right temple. Sleeping beside
the dead man was a 5 year old daugh-
ter of the couple. Fitzpatrick has been
despondent for some time. He was 40
years old and worked for the Hendy
Maihine works. The Fitzpatricks lived
at 2162 Market street.
