Jack Britton, the Chicago light-
weight, made good his eastern reputa-
tion last night by hammering Frankie
Burns of Oakland all over the ring at
the Piedmont pavilion. It was Britton's
fight just as soon as he warmed up, and
Burns never had a chance after the
fourth round. Burns has gone back 100
per cent and never will do in fast com-
pany again.

The result was a great surprise to the
large crowd, as Burns ruled a 10 to 4
favorite at the ringside. In the opening:
rounds Burns started with a fast left
hand and fared very welL He stung

Britton often and hard, and it looked as
though he would have a chance to out-
point the Chicago bruiser, for he had
lots of speed and used Rood judgment.

But in the fourth Burns started back
to that old crouch of his. and this was
the -rial for his finish. Brltton simply
waded in and landed wallop after wal-lop with both hands. It was also very
evident that Britton did not get his
seoon wind till that round, as in the
f:irlierstages he was clumsy and wild
with his punches.

Burns, as usual, took punishment
gamely, but this did not do him any
good. He tried to come hack toward the
ifinish, but Britton easily held him at
lay with many well placed left jabs to
the head. Britton was very effective
with a heavy right hand and gave Burnsa bad beating about the head. '

STANFORD UNIVERSITY, Jan. 24.—
The seventh annual Stanford inter-
scholastic track meet will be held on
the Stanford oval Saturday, April 13.
The board of governors of the Stanford
Interscholastic Athletic association
made the second Saturday in April a
permanent date for the meet for the
convenience of the preparatory school
athletes who are planning to partici-
pate in the meet.

Since the rirst meet in 1906 the entry
list has gradually grown until it
reached the large number of 275 last
year, and a still larger number of en-
tries is expected this year.

Six handsome cups are the prizes for
the winning teams, besides gold, silver
and bronze medals, which are given re-
spectively to the first, second and third
place winners. The first cup is a per-
petual challenge trophy, given by w. H-
B. Fowler '06, originator of th» inter-
scholastic, and is given to the team
winning thp meet. This cup is now in
the possession of Los Angeles \\igh
school, as well as the Sigma Sigma and
Bittner cups, which are given to the
winning team and the winner of the
relay, respectively. The two latter cups
will become the property of the school
winning them three times in succession.

Orange high school holds the Theile
cup, wnich is presented to the team
winning second place. The athlete
scoring the highest number of points in
track events takes possession of the
Quadrangle cup, and the Enclna club
cup goes to the best scorer in the field
events. Kelley of Orange high school
is the present possessor of both cups.
