been rifled and Braden lost •s£?,
Knovffes |78, gold watch and chain, a
ring and a gold matchbox. Griffiths
lost a gold watch and chain.

The victims of the clever thief were
out on the golf links when he made

-it. Neither the members of the
club who were about the clubhouse
when the robbery was committed nor
the attendants were able to furnish any
clue to the police. It is believed that
he- came as a guest of the club and
slipped into the locker room unob-
served.

STRIKING SHOPMEN HOLD
BIG OPEN AIR MEETING

Addresses at Oakland Heard By
1,000 Railroad Employes

OAKLAND, Feb. —An open air
meeting was heM this afternoon at
Seventh and Market streets by the
striking shopmen of the Oakland divi-
sion of the Harriman lines, and was at-
tended by 1,000 of the employes, E. L.
Reguin, president of the Federated
trades of the Harriman lines, with
headquarters at San Francisco, presid-

ed and was the first speaker. W. «H.
Hannon. vice president of the Interna-
tional association of Machinists, and
Austin Lewis, socialist orator, were the
other speakers. *

Preceding the meeting a parade was
held in the streets of Oakland, the
strikers marching from Broadway to
an open space near Seventh and Msurket
streets. Many of the marchers carried
banners, !n which the side of the strik-
ing employes was given. Throughout
the meeting there was no disturbance
and the speakers were respectfully
listened to.

Hannon told of his trip west, and
said that the strikers in the different
sections of the country were making a
splendid fight, and he predicted a suc-
cessful outcome to the strike, which
has been in force since September 1.
Reguin told of the conditions as they
apply to Oakland and San Francisco.
In Oakland 907 men are out, he said.

Austin Lewis advised the strikers
to make common cause with the social-
ists against capitalism, saying that this
was the only sure remedy. Following
the long line of striking shopmen in
the procession was a detachment of
socialists, men, women and children,
tramping behind a drum corps and the
bearer of a large, blood red banner.

POSTAL OFFICIALS MAY
INSTITUTE PROSECUTION

Branch Postoflfice in Hardware
Store Is Closed

OAKLAND, Feb. 4.—Action by the
federal postal officials may follow the
interference with postofflce business
which was alleged to have followed
the attachment of the East Ride hard-
ware store at East Fourteenth street
and Twenty-third avenue.

Attorney Howard K. James of Ala-
tneda, who caused the attachment and
the padlocking1 of the building in which
the branch postoffioe was located, was
before Superior .ludge Waste on con-
tempt proceedings, it being: charged
that the attachment \u25a0was served one
hour after Judge Waste had issued an
injunction against such an act. Post-
master Paul Schafer ordered inspectors
to force the opening of the branch
postofflce after its closing had been re-
ported to him.

A feature of the case was that James,
as a notary public, swore in a deputy
constable to serve the attachment.
James al?o was an official of the com-
pany, which owned the store prior to
its sale to V,'. S. Britt, and it was dur-
ing a dispute which Britt had with the
company that the alleged illegal action
was taken. Judge Waste will resume
the hearing Thursday.

ALAMEDA BATHED IN
GLOW OF ELECTROLIERS

ALAMEDA. Feb. 4.—Tho municipal
electricity department is making good
progress in installing electroliers in
the districts recently formed by the
city council. The work was begun at
the west end and already has pro-
gressed ,as far east as Paru street.
Last night 100 new lights were turned
on for the first time in the vicinity of
Paru street. The entir* city will re-
quire 3,000 electroliers. The new street
lamp consists of an iron tube standard
set in a base concrete. A round globe
surmounts the tube, which is about
seven feet high, and within the globe
is a tungsten light.

CHARLES DICKENS THE
"FIRST MUCKRAKER"

Rev. Herbert A. Jump So Char*
acterizes Great Author

OAKLAND, Feb. 4. —Referring to the
centennial of the birth of Charles Dick-
ens, which occurrs Wednesday, Rev.
Herbert A. Jump declared that Dickens
was one of the earliest muekrakers in
history, in his sermon In the First Con-
gregational church this evening. He
said that the novelist rendered no
greater service to his age than when
he portrayed in his tales the horrible
conditions that prevailed among the
poor in the English cities. Rev. Mr.
Jump said, in part:

"Society today has developed an acute
consciousness of social conditions, and
where they are wrong in trying to bet-
ter them. The fact that our eyes are
open proves that we are better off than
our ancestors whose eyes were not
open. Dickens helped us to see things,
many of them grim and terrible things,
but he himself never lost his cheerful-
ness, and he always believed that the
world was growing better. He was a
radiating life. To him the world was
alwayj upward bound."'

Alexander T. completed ten
years of service as director of the choir
of the church at the morning service,
to which the pastor referred with ap-
preciation.
