FOR DANCE HALLS

Police Commission Adopts Rules
for Regulation of Bar=

bary Coast

Drastic measures for the regulation
of the Barbary aoast and the segrega-

tion of the dives and dance halls from
the residential section of the Xorth

Beach district were adopted at the ex-
ecutive session of the police commission
last night. Finally approval was set
for the open meeting of the board
Thursday night.

It is planned to eliminate all women
patrons from saloons in Kearny and
the streets on the west, and in Colum-
bus avenue and the streets on the
north. This forms a restricted district
within the following- lines: South of
Columbup avenue, east of Kearny
street, north ot Clay, and the water-
front on the east.

A dead line will be drawn around the
district to keep dance hall followers
within the bounds. A special detail of
policemen will be stationed in the re-
stricted section to enforce the new po-
lice regulations.

The electric signs that hang in front
of the dives and dance halls will have

Ito come down. Only one small ttjTß
with the name of the place on it will
be allowed. Besides this the '"spieler^'"

that shout from boths or boxes In front
of the dance halls will have to secure

j other Piiiploympnt as the neiv rejjula-

j tifms will not permit them to continue
in their present occupation.

Study of Berkeley Sewerage
Problem Will Be Made

KIRKWOOD BEATS

His Measure

Benny Kaufmann, the highly touted
