BOARD TRANSFERS
27 BRYANT PUPILS

Children Who Wish to Study
(ierman to Bé Taught in
Buena Vista School

The board of education held a spe-
clal meeting yesterday afternoon to
hear a report of the schools committee
on a proposition to retransfer a num-
ber of pupils at the Bryant Cosmo-
politan school to the Buena Vista
school.

President d’Ancona stated that 27

pupils, who" attended the Buena Vista
school and whose parents wished them
to study German, were sent to the
Bryant school, three blocks distant, be-
cause that is a cosmopolitan school;
that the committee found that at the
Bryant school some of the classes are
overcrowded, because of these trans-
ferred pupils, and to maintain them
there would require an additional
teacher.

The committee, after - consultation
with the two principals, decided to re-
transfer the 27 pupils to the Buena
Vista school and have fhe teacher of
German at the Bryant go to the Buena
Vista to instruct the pupils there in
addition to teaching those in the Bry-
ant.

MAY EMPLOY TEACHER

It also was decided that if at any
time the number of pupils at the
Buena Vista school increases to such
an extent as to warrant the employ-
ment of an additional teacher of Ger-
man, the pupils will then be sent back
to the Bryant school.

Sylvan Mirsky, on behalf of the De-
cember 1911 class of the Polytechnic
high school, made an application for
the use of the assembly hall of the
Crocker grammar school for the pur-
pose of holding a meeting to organize
an alumnae of the school, such as ex-
isted before the fire of 1906. The re-
quest was granted and the. meeting
will be held Thursday evening.
REQUEST PLAYGROUND

After the meeting of the board, a
committee, headed by Former Sheriff
John Lackmann, calleq and asked the
board to permit the use of the site in
Broadway near Larkin, on which stand
the shack buildings that were occu-
pied by the Spring Valley school, for
a playground.

The president stated that he will
bring the matter before the bgard. In
the meantime the committee will ask
the playground commission to make
provision in the next budget for a sum
with which to purchase a 50 vara lot
at Broadway and Polk street to add to
the school site and convert the whole
into a playground for the children who
reside in that part of the city.

KOWALSKYS ENJOINED
FROM SELLING FURNITURE

Woman Claims Goods and Al-
leges Insolvency

In a suit for injunction filed yester-
day by Miss Estella Nicholson against
J. N. Kowalsky and his brother, Colo-
nel H. 1. Kowalsky, art connoisseur
and one time companion of the late
King Leopold of Belgium, to prevent
the sale of $1,000 worth of household
goods claimed by Miss Nicholson, the
¢harge was made that the Kowdlskys
were insolvent.

In January, 1998, the Kowalskys sued
to'recover goods alleged to have becn
purchased by J. N. Kowalsky and
placed in a house where Miss Nichol-
son conducted massage parlors and
Kowalsky occupied a room. Miss Nich-
olson relied on a verbal contract by
which the goods were to become her
property in consideration of lodging
and massage treatment for one year.

By furnishing a $2,000 bond of the
Metropolitan Surety company, now in-
solvent, the Kowalskys had the sheriff
place the goods in storage, but the suit
was demurred September 19, 1911, be-
cause they failed to appear. A peti-
tion to have the order of dismissal set
aside was cdenied February 2, and the
following day Colonel Kowalsky, with
the aid of Arthur J. Meadows, removed
the goods to the warehouse of E. Cur-
tis, who has instructions to sell them.

Judge Thomas F. Graham granted a
temporary restraining order yesterday
and set the hearing for February 13.

G. A. R. POST PROTESTS
VETERANS’ SALARY CUT

Resolutions condemning the¢ recent
reduction of salaries of veterans of the
civil war employed as customs inspect-
ors in San Francisco were adopted
Tuesday-evening b‘v General George R,
Meade post No. 48°of the Grand Army
of the Republie. The ruling of the
treasury department affects six veter-
ans who have had salaries reduced from
$4 per day to 33 per day. The resolu-
tions state that the action of the de-
partment is in direct opposition to the
spirit of all lJaws and rules of the civil
service commission enacted in the in-
terest of the veterans, which gives
them preference in appointment, pro-
motion and retention.

first wite and to each of his two
daughters, and a few smaller bequests
to relatives and old friends, all the
estate is given to the second wife, Mrs.
Minnie H. Robinson, who has been liv-
ing in Palo Alto. Recently she moved
to San Francisco and now residessat
3899 Clay street.

There was no Intimation of an im-

nounced to“the. court that if it was the
intention to make any family allow-
ance from the will, he wished that al-
lowance to be made to his client as
“the one and only wife of the de-
cedent.”
