Frank Klaus, the recognized middle

weight champion, accompanied by his
manager, George Engle, arrived yes-
terday morning from Pittsburg to ful-
fill his contract with Promoter Jack
O'Connell of the Humboldt club to box
Sailor Ed Petroskey on the afternoon
of February 22. The husky Pittsburger
looks to be in excellent chape, and
with a week's work should be ready to
defend his title.

Klaus was recently afflicted with an
attack of blood poisoning, which was
caused through a cut on his hanri. and
for a time it threatened to give him
serious trouble. However, it healed
and no ill effects resulted, and he will
be able to go into training without
any setback.

Klaus immediately hied himself to
Al Whites training quarters on his
arrival, but he did not start the grind
yesterday, as he figured he would be
better off after his long trip across the
continent if he rested for a day. H»
plans to start training today. Klaus
will have Dave Mills. Jack Johnson's
former sparring partner, working with
him.

Klaus is sure to be a busy individual
in the event he is successful against
Petroskey. Th^re are a number of
good middle weights around here now
who are anxious to take a chance at
the easterner, and they all appear rtpe
enough to take a chance at the title
holder.

Tomorrow night at the Oakland
Wheelmen's club Fritz Holland and
Otto Berg will clash at the middle
weight notch. Both of thes^. fighters
are clamoring for a chance at Klaus,
and the latter has already asserted his
willingness to meet either of them.
Berg is unknown to the local fans, but
he comes highly recommended by the
fans of the northwest, while Holland's
mettle as a fighter is well known.

Should Berg win he is sure to be her-
alded as a wonder and will be a gr«»nt

< ard around these parts. He looks like
a fighter and he shows plenty of fight-
ing spirit in his training work.

Klaus plans a busy season while on
the coast and says that all the chal-
lengers can have a chance. Up will take
them on one after the other until h* has
the field cleaned up, if his plans do not
go amiss.

D"wn at Joe Milletfs report in Colma
Sailor Ed Petroskey is working like a
beaver and with an air of confidence
that has won him many supporters. The
tar has no fear of Klaus and he is go-
ing into the battie feeling that victory
is his.

Petroskey will be heavily backed to
defeat Kiaux. as every sailor around
the bay counties will be down on Uncle
Sams man. Petroskey put in a busy day
yesterday, and his training quarters
were crowded with fans who were anx-
ious to see him work. There wore a
couple of hundred bluejackets on hand,
and they cheered their favorite when he
was boxing.

Holland and Berg have practically
finished training for their bout. Both
fighters played to a big audience of
fans yesterday, and there is consider-
able interest attached to the outcome of
the bout.

Holland i* a slight favorite in the
betting as the result of him being bet-
ter known to the fans than Berg, who
has never appeared here. Several com-
missions have been sent from the north-
west to place on Berg. The latter holds
a newspaper decision over Holland,
which probably accounts for Berg"s
popularity in Oregon and Washington.

NOTABLE INCREASE
IN WINE INDUSTRY
Statistical tables showing !n detail

the wonderful advance of the wine in-
dustry in California during 1911 are
contained in the annual edition of the

Pacific Wine and Spirit Revew, which
is just from the press. During the year

the demand for California wines in-
creased almost one-half. The export

trade has more than doubled in volume
and value since 1909.

The figures are based on the move-
ments, of wine by sea. both to American
and foreign ports. During 1911 these
shipments totaled 11.535 cases and 15.-
--125,375 gallons, valued at $4,910,138. The
figures for 1910 were 6.521 cases and
9,866,539 gallons, valued at $3,162,600.

New York has become the chief dis-
